researched from various sources, using effective presentation techniques.

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Development of English listening, speaking, reading and writing skills, focusing on the ability to hold

a conversation in exchanging opinions, as well as reading comprehension of academic texts from

various disciplines related to students’ field of study.

Possible emphasis on development that values democracy, diversity,
sustainability, and self-governance, drawing from lessons learned from community-based
initiatives involving education, community revitalization, public health, or economic issues.
