This course is intended to explore the scope of legal study, interrelations among laws and other
sciences. Legal systems, definition, background, and sources of law will also be examined as well as
legal methods, classification of laws, and fundamental concepts of law, such as rights, duties, scope
of rights, and principle of good faith. General principles of law enshrined in the Civil and Commercial
Code Book I, such as those concerning persons, juristic acts, and property, which are fundamental to
the Thai legal system are also discussed.

155901410 English Literatures of South East Asia 3 (3-0-6)

This module will look at writing in English about South East Asia and (for the most part) written by
South East Asians. It will explore issues such as diasporic identity, exile and belonging, linguistic choice, race,
communal politics and hybridity. The often liminal relationship of writing in English to national canons will be a
recurring theme, as will the question of the orientation of writing in English towards a readership within and/or
beyond the writers’ countries of origin. Particular emphasis will be placed on the strategies employed by South
East Asian writers in English in response to the often uncongenial environments in which they work. Given personal
connections between lecturers on this module and some of the writers, we will attempt to organise writer’s visits

or discussions between the students, potentially providing a uniquely rewarding opportunity.

154800237 South East Asia during the Cold War, 1945 - 1991 3 (3-0-6)
The course will cover the history of South East Asia during the Cold War, 1945 - 1991. The course will

proceed chronologically.

At the end of a module, a student should be able to demonstrate a knowledge and understanding of Thai
grammar at an appropriate level for an advanced learner who has spent a year studying the language in Thailand,
a level of passive and active Thai vocabulary at an appropriate level for an advanced learner who has spent a year
studying the language in Thailand, an ability to recognize nuances of meaning in spoken Thai, to engage in
extended, in-depth discussion, on both general topics and aspects of contemporary Thai society, and to make oral
presentations on both general and Thai- specific topics, an ability to read and translate into English passages of
authentic Thai written in a variety of styles and drawn from a wide range of sources and to draw inferences and
recognize nuances of meaning, an ability to translate complex English passages into Thai, using correct grammar

and spelling, an ability to write extended expository essays in Thai on a variety of subjects.

155901316 War, Revolution and Independence in South East Asian Literatures in Translation 3 (3-0-6)

This module will examine the key issues pertaining to the representation of war, revolution and
independence in a selection of literary works in English translation by South East Asian authors. The range of
countries to which this module refers includes Indonesia, Thailand, Myanmar and Vietnam. The module will

encourage the critical appreciation of literary works, which range from poetry to novels and short stories. Although
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the key focus is on modern literature, classical texts may also be considered. Weekly lectures will consider literary
works and will, in addition provide the information to contextualize the work in terms of its historical and political
specificities. Separate tutorial sessions each week will be devoted to the discussion, analysis and close reading of
the literary text in question in light of the thematic concerns of the module. . As a result the content builds on
the introductory lectures provided in Introduction to South East Asia and, to some extent on South East Asia on

Film.

154900156 Themes in the Art and Archaeology of South and Southeast Asia 3 (3-0-6)

This course presents key aspects of the arts of South and Southeast Asia as well as Central Asia and Tibet
over a wide historical span, from c.5th century BCE to the present day. The lectures focus on varied topics within
the field. Although each topic is of great importance in itself, they are a selective survey, and the geographical and

chronological scope may vary from year to year with different case studies to explore broader thematic issues.

155800080 Music and Religion in South East Asia 3 (3-0-6)

This specialist course is designed to run in alternate years to the more general course Music of South East
Asia. For students who have taken the latter, this course is intended to allow them to pursue and interest in this
topic further; it is also suitable for students new to this subject area and for non-Music students: it might, for
example, be paired with other courses in South East Asian history and culture. This course is designed to
complement and enhance the Department’s provision of courses on music and religion (for instance, Music,
Shamanism and Healing). Music and religion in South East Asia examines classical, popular and folk musics of the
region, focusing on how they interact with religion. Religion in this context includes very diverse local forms as well
as major world religions. The diversity of these musical-religious relationships create areas of particular focus, which
include mysticism and spiritual practices, reformist movements, community and life- cycle rituals, religiously
oriented dramatic forms, spirit mediumship, shamanism and trance, and local interpretations and expressions of
religions such as Islam, Christianity and Buddhism, as well as interaction with politics, nationalism, globalisation and

tourism.

155901326 The City and the Countryside in South East Asian Literatures 3 (3-0-6)

The module will examine the key issues pertaining to the representation of the city and the countryside
in a selection of literary works in English translation by South East Asian authors. The range of countries to which
this module refers includes Indonesia, Malaysia, Singapore, Thailand, Vietham and Myanmar. The module will
encourage the critical appreciation of literary works, which range from poetry to novels and short stories. Although
the key focus will be on modern literature, classical texts may also be considered. Weekly lectures will consider
literary works and will, in addition provide the information to contextualize the work in terms of its historical and
political specificities. Separate tutorial sessions each week will be devoted to the discussion, analysis and close

reading of the literary text in question in light of the thematic concerns of the module.
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155907000 Queer Cinema in Asia 3 (3-0-6)

This module explores the proliferation of films in recent decades representing non-normative sexualities
and genders from a number of Asian countries. The module will draw on mainstream film, independent film and
webseries to investigate the complex issues at stake in discussing the notion of queer cinema in Asia. Film examples
watched during the module will all come from across Asia, while secondary sources, both theoretical and examples
of film analysis will draw on both Asian and Western contexts. While knowledge of one or more Asian languages
is of module useful it is by no means essential, and all key films will be subtitled. Any any un-subtitled clips
screened during lectures will be accompanied by detailed viewing notes. The module is divided into two parts;
the first five weeks will use examples of screen media from South East Asia to explore key theoretical ideas related
to the understanding of non-normative sexualities and genders in Asia. Key topics for exploration will include
thinking about terminology in the Asian context. Particular  sensitivity to specifically local manifestations of
sexualities and genders in the region will be encouraged, while at the same time screen images will be
contextualised in terms of transnational circuits of queer knoweldge and related arguments for and against the
notion of global queering. Specific topics for investigation will include the notion of 'positive’ and 'negative' images
of lgbt and queer identities, and the relevance of homonormativity and notions of the queer unwanted to the
study of films from Asia. Other key topics will be AIDS and HIV in Asian film, the representation of transgender
identities, and possibilities for resistant responses. The module will also explore LGBT and queer film festivals in
Asia and the success of certain LGBT/ queer films in Western film festivals; alternative images in independent film,
web series and NGO produced screen media in contrast to mainstream film, as well as documentaries. The second
half of the module will focus on specific examples from across Asia (e.g. India, Philippines, Japan, Korea, China) in
classes led by specialists on the country or cinema in question. These classes will give students the opportunity
to explore the applicability of theory introduced earlier on in the module to specific films and cinemas. Finally,
the module will conclude by returning to questions asked at the beginning of the module, questioning how and
in what circumstances it might be useful to talk in terms of a Queer Asian cinema. In their final essays students
will be encourages to apply key theoretical ideas explored during the module to a film or selection of films from

beyond those watched over the term.

155901317 Thailand on Screen (post ‘97) 3 (3-0-6)

This module will examine key issues pertaining to the work of Thai filmmakers who have risen to fame
since the rejuvenation of cinema in Thailand post 1997. It will focus in particular on the work of Pen-ek Ratanaruang,
Apichatpong Weerasethakul, Nonzee Nimibutr, Wisit Sasanathieng, Yutthlert Sippapak, Parchya Pinkaew and
Youngyooth Thongkongthoon with an examination of their principal cinematic works and with reference to the
Thai and Western cinematic sources on which they draw. For this reason the module will also include a
consideration of the older generation of Thai filmmakers who have influenced the current 'avant-garde', most
notable M.C. Chatrichalerm Yukhol. The module will contextualize the chosen films in light of the cultural,
economic, political and historical context in which they have been produced. It will focus in particular on the
effects of Thailand's cultural and cinematic response to the economic crash of 1997 and the reorientation of

attitudes to globalization and the West which this crisis provoked.
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155901243 Independent Study Project in South East Asian Studies 3 (3-0-6)

The objective of the module is to provide the students with training in academic research and writing. At
the end of the module the student should be able to talk/write with a high level of knowledge, skill and
competence about the topic s/he has chosen to investigate for the purpose of the study project. At the end of a
module, a student should be able to demonstrate clear evidence of undertaking a detailed supervised study of a
topic in South East Asian Studies. Candidates research their projects with guidance from an appropriate supervisor.

This module will be examined by a project of 10,000 words.
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
