This is done through approaches, theories and principles of social
science research via discussion and raising examples of situations or people of interest. The purpose of this is to create a

to challenge old paradigms and open up a new, broader worldview.

also course requirements as determinants and consequences of demographic and social changes.

culture, economic and the environment from those population problems. Also, the population policies that effect the social

change in Thailand and world are a course requirement.
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Historical development of urban society with special interest in the modern urban society under the extending
influence of capitalism. The heterogeneity of social relations and life styles. The importance of urban space. The role of the
state in urban management. The specific characteristics of urban society in developing countries. Various social theorists

that have an interest in urban issues.
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Rural societies in Thailand and some other countries, through the use of sociological principles and methods
starting with knowledge of some concepts specifically applied to studying rural societies. It includes the analyses of social,

political, educational and religious institutions in terms of both structure and change.
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Relationship between society and the physical environment, interdependence between populations, social

organization, environment and technology.
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Socioeconomic and demographic aspects of the labor force, including its occupational and industrial distribution,

employment and organization.
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Youth and young adults in Thai society; their social roles, relationships, and problems with reference to social

change.
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Sociological study of public health and medical services; analysis of social factors and environments,
determinism morbidity and mortality; differential social needs for public health services, patterns of health services
provided by various agencies; problems and difficulties encountered by public health service uses, including public health

and medical services in their relationship to socioeconomic change.
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Relationships between politics and society with emphasis on theories of power, power relationships, the

masculinities.
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The factory as a social system; formal and informal lines of communication and authority; human relation in

industry; impact of industrialization on other institutions.
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S0O346 Sociology of Culture
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Culture in different societies and periods through theoretical, methodological and historical analysis in order to
explore the interplay between culture and society. The themes of popular culture, reproductive technologies and aesthetics

in everyday life will also be examined.
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Socio-psychological aspects of mass communication in relation to social values and social control; and the impact

of mass media on social groups and institutions.
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Concepts, methods and techniques in the sociological analysis of religion, with particular emphasis on its relation

to modern society and culture.
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Analysis of theories of social and cultural change. The emphasis is on the social structure and the value systems

of societies undergoing rapid change.
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SO351 Deviance and Social Control
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Basic concepts and theories about deviance and social control; the relationships between deviance, social control
and social policy; and the initial analysis of some types of deviances, e.g. sexual deviance, drug use and abuse, mental

disorder and deviant lifestyle.
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The meanings and scope of juvenile delinquency with emphasis on the process and social factors involved;

preventive measures, correction methods and rehabilitation programs.
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The nature and causes of criminology, methods of detection and procedures of courts. Emphasis is placed on

prevention, correction and criminological theories.
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Introducing sociological analysis of the production, distribution and reception of films. Key concepts to the study
of film such as spectatorship, genre, ideology, authorship and stardom will be explored through the combination of
seminars and lectures. The course also aims to encourage discussion on the relationship between society and national
identities and other specific forms of film including mass cinema, versioning cinema, documentary film, heritage film,

postmodern cinema, short film and world cinema.

The historical development of sociological theory from the classical period to the contemporary period. In the

classical period, the study includes the works of Emile Durkheim, Karl Marx, Max Weber and Georg Simmel. In the
contemporary period, the study begins with the four main traditional schools including structural functionalism, conflict
and critical theories, symbolic interactionism and exchange and rational choice theories. Then, it carries on with the more
current development covering macro-micro link, structure-agency and postmodernism. The study emphasizes the specific

issues these theories are trying to bring to bear. It winds up with strength and weakness of each particular theory.
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The Sociology of Modernity analyses the relationship between modernization and social phenomena through

sociological approaches. It will also explore how the dynamic of modernism affects the development of social theories.
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Development in sociology as a distinctive discipline. Discussions will be based on contemporary sociological

findings in various parts of the world.
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Concepts, forums, objectives, process and methods of data collection; focus is on the structure of questionnaires,
measurement scale, interview, sampling and statistical data analyzing. Related concepts and theories are required to

practice in field work with social issues that students are interested in surveying.
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SO414 Evaluation Research
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Concepts, forums, objective and techniques of research design for the evaluation of program effectiveness. Study

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Sociological theories, and image-based research, including photographs and documentary; focusing on semiotic
representation beyond various media; description, interpretation of the evidence derived from the objects; conducting

visual research practices, notably using photo-elicitation and photo- exhibition as the reflection of social phenomenon in

order to apply to qualitative and quantitative research methodologies.
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Concepts and steps of consumer behavior research, role of research in marketing practice, use of research results

in decision-making, application of Sociological and Anthropological knowledge to the study of consumer behavior.
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S0421 Leadership and Group Action
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The nature, function, and sources of leadership in modern society. Techniques of leadership and their role in
group actions with application of instruments for evaluating leadership and participation within groups and organizations

in Thai society.
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S0422 Public Opinion Processes
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Attitudes and opinions, in relation to the formation of public opinion role in making public policy changes of
political attitudes and opinions in political ideology. Concepts, methodology and the process of plebiscite/referendum and

public opinion/polls are course requirements.
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SO430 International Migration, Globalization and Transnationalism
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International migration as the outcome and a contributor to globalization. Forms of international migration
phenomena such as labor migration, marriage migration and exile etc. How migration is shaped by the economy, political
and socio-cultural contexts both in original and destination countries. The economic, political and cultural forces of
inclusion and exclusion of immigrants in receiver societies; and different modes of their transnational engagements in
home countries. Including the outcomes of these processes on the economy, citizenship, national and ethnic identities, life

experiences of migrants shaped by race, class, ethnicity and gender.
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S0O431 Seminar on Identities in Contemporary World
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This module aims to understand how identities are constructed in the contemporary world. Focuses on the

contemporary debates on the identity of politics in the postcolonial era from the New Left, Post-Marxism, Post-

structuralism and Post-colonialism.
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S0434 Sociology of Housing
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The relationships of socio-economic and physical aspects of housing; problems of housing; governmental policy

and practices with regard to housing; solutions to housing problems in developing countries.
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Women’s changing place in society; selected sociological studies to explain the sources of women’s secondary

position in society. Thai women’s status and role are also discussed in terms of traditional continuity and change.
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S0O436 Sociology of Aging
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Sociological approach to the process of aging, changing status and role behavior, adaptation of the aging process,

relationship between the age group, social policy of the age in society.
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S0437 Medical Sociology
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The study of social phenomenon towards conceptual definition, sociological theories, and research related to
medical issues such as health, illness and health behavior; experiences of Illness and coping strategies as well as social
patterning of health and illness; medical autonomy and medicalization; social control, including medical errors and

medical ethics.
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S0438 Sociology of Body
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The sociology of the body; aiming to understand, analyze, and interpret multidimensional ‘body’; (embodiment
of body) such as gender and body beyond contemporary society and culture through theories in sociology and sociological

as well as, social psychological theories and developing analytical and critical attitudes toward social phenomena.
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Sociology of sport discusses the social dimensions of sport, understands sport as a part of social world that
created by human. Hence, sport inseparably relates to society, culture, economic, or politic. This course introduces

sociological concepts and approaches to understand issues pertaining sports.
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SO441 Sociology of Organization
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Human behavior in organizations in relation to organization theories and practical management. Application of

Sociology of organization, particularly the theory and methods in the analysis and understanding of organizations.

Study of roles and functions of museums
from the past (collection of artifacts) to the present (re-presentation of the community and nation) and on to the future

(learning institutions).
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AN243 Introduction to Cultural Heritage Studies
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Theoretical frameworks, concepts, and implications of “cultural heritage” in different socio-cultural contexts;

‘western’ and indigenous imagination of “heritage”; comparative study of appropriation, interpretation, and

legitimization of “cultural heritage” among different groups in contemporary society.
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AN244 Introduction to Material Culture Studies
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Introduction to the study of material culture with an emphasis on the agency of objects; and the dialectic

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AN251 Introduction to Physical Anthropology
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Scope and various scientific methodologies in studying human evolution. It reviews evidence, discoveries and
scientific arguments concerning the evolutionary relationships and migration history of hominids during the past five
million years.
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AN310 Theoretical Approaches and Methodology in Anthropology
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Critical review of contemporary anthropological theories, approaches and methodology for understanding
society and culture e.g. Functional, Structuralist, Marxist, Interpretive, Psychological and Ecological. Students are

encouraged to read monographs and research material.

and museum, communication with public and role of public concerning CRM.
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AN323 Problem issues onCultures and Societies in Asia Pacific
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Problem issues on culture and societies of countries in the Asia Pacific region including Asia; Southeast Asia,
China, Korea, Japan, Malay, Archipelago, New Guinea, Australia, New Zealand and Hawaii; on aspects of social
evolution, social relation and social change; aiming to understand regional societies and cultures, which will provide a

basis to understand Thai society and compare it extensively with other societies.
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AN324 Political Anthropology
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Basic concepts in political anthropology, e.g. state, power, political groupings, political process, political field,
political arena, political conflict etc. Typologies of various political systems will also be examined from cross-cultural

perspectives.
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AN325 Psychological Anthropology
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Psychological aspects of human behavior, individual “adjective” process, normal and abnormal behavior cross-

culturally, the relationship between culture and personality development.
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AN326 Contemporary Approaches to Folklore
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Folklore as unwritten literature. Type of folk tales, myths, riddles and proverbs in Asia and other parts of the

world; significance of folklore for the study of culture and cultural progression.
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AN327 Food and Culture
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Theories and methodologies used by anthropologists to understand the social function and meaning of food,
commensality in primitive and modern society and the recent phenomenon in which ethnic food becomes cultural

heritage. Materials used include ethnographies and other media such as films and cookbooks.
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AN328 Ecological Anthropology
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The relationship between human beings, cultures and environments in societies with an emphasis on four main
approaches including cultural ecology, historical ecology, political ecology, and spiritual ecology; supplemented by minor
approaches including ethnoecology, behavioral ecology and postmodern ecology; as well as the application of the subject
to environmental issues which is a combination of applied anthropology and ecological anthropology under the name of

environmental anthropology.
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AN329 Public Health Anthropology
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Influences of subcultures of different groups in the society are studied to promote the understanding of disease
etiology or the trends of disease etiology. The need and behavior of both the patients and public health personnel are also

analyzed in this course.
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AN331 Thai Society and Culture
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Thai society and culture in different dimensions with the use of an anthropological approach, drawing from
anthropological studies by Thai and foreign anthropologists; emphasizing a critical approach to understand advantages
and limitations of anthropology, and promote students to think analytically about social phenomena relating to Thai

society and culture.
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AN333 Cultures and Societies in Southeast Asia
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Cultures and social structure of countries in Southeast Asia, both mainland and peninsular; through
ethnographic works, focusing on aspects of their social organizations and changes of economic, political, social, religious
and other institutions; aiming to understand regional societies and cultures, which will provide a basis to understand Thai

society and compare extensively with other societies.
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AN334 Cultures and Societies of East Asia
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Cultures and social structure of East Asian countries including China, Japan, and Korea; through ethnographic
works, focusing on aspects of their social organizations and changes of economic, political, social, religious and other
institutions; aiming to understand regional societies and cultures, which will provide a basis to understand Thai society

and compare extensively with other societies.
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Cultures and social structure as represented in China ethnographic works; focusing on aspects of its social
organization and changes of economic, political, social, religious and other institutions; aiming to equip students with an

understanding of the structure and essence of Chinese society and culture.

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AN351 Anthropological Genetics

reviews our state of knowledge on the origin(s) and migration history of global people as revealed by genetic evidence, for

example: classic markers, mitochondrial DNA and Y-chromosome.
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AN361 Anthropological Approaches to Gender and Sexuality
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The definition of identity, femininity, masculinity, gay, lesbian and other gender through critical reading of
ethnographies and other relevant writings of gender and sexuality; to understand social, political, cultural, psychological
and historical factors which effect to the construction of gender in society. It also examines relevant issues and concepts

for understanding gender and sexuality from Anthropological perspectives.
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Anthropological approaches to study culture in the 1970’s’ grown out of the feminist critiques of social sciences.
It aims to critique androcentricism within anthropology. The course examines concepts, theories, methodology and
important issues of analysis and critique socio cultural phenomena from a “feminist anthropology” approach. The course

also explores the works of anthropologists such as Cora Du Bois, Michelle Rosaldo, Sherry Ortner and Marilyn

Stranthern.
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Identifications of same-sex cultures from ethnography or anthropological perspectives; surveying the social
history background that formed and constructed same-sex practices in the sexual structure in each culture. Using the

concept and theory of Gender and sexuality to make an analysis or debate on this topic.
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Social Movement as a phenomenon of the union of people from different identities due to the new complicated
conflicts. This course examines the character of social movements based on gender and also examines political, social,

economic and cultural factors which affect the development and differences among the movements.
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Women of Development as one of the important contemporary socio-cultural phenomena in global and national
levels. This course examines concepts and debates on women’s problems; the government and NGOs’ policy for women of
development to provide theoretical understanding of strategy and the process of women’s development. The course also

explores the concept and analysis of women’s problems from development.
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Theories and concepts about violence. It also surveys the analysis of violence against women, both structural and
personal levels which violence experiences both personal relations and public spaces. The study link between the

problematic issues for the campaigns to end violence against women from many organizations. The course also explores

the negotiation, struggles, alternatives, proposals and perspectives base on women’s experiences.
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Critical review of schools of thought in anthropology with emphasis on major issues crucial to the development

of the discipline.
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Concepts and theories in cultural studies in a historical context, particularly those employed by social scientists
of the Manchester School (such as E.P. Thompson, Raymond Williams, and Stuart Hall) and of the Frankfurt School; to

understand mass culture, contemporary art and music, subculture, and consumer society.
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Selected issues, concepts, theories of current interests in anthropology.
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Field study of a community or communities, either rural or urban in terms of social structure, processes and

relations. It emphasizes a qualitative approach in collecting and analyzing data.
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Globalization and transnational societies in the modern world through social theories and contemporary
anthropological concepts and methodologies; for example world systems, deterritorialization, flexible citizenship,
diaspora, localization of globalization, migrant society and culture, multi-sited ethnography and ethnography of internet

communities.
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AN421 Culture and Tourism
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Development of concepts and objectives of tourism, state policies; with special review of the role of business
firms, private sectors, educational institutions and mass media; and impact of Tourism on cultural and natural recourses,

including new approaches toward future sustainable Tourism.
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AN422 Economic Anthropology
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Economic systems of various societies and its relations to other social institutions in non-industrial societies with

emphasis on cultural mechanisms regulating resource allocation, evaluation and utilization.
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AN424 Urban Anthropology
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Concepts and theoretical frameworks used to understand urban community and life styles, including different

processes of urbanization, urban administration, urban issues, and urban social and cultural diversification.

Explore relationship
between faiths and other social institutions. Examples of the relationship between the Thai state and religion will be
illustrated. Practices of faith believers as members of Thai society will be discussed. Sociological theories of religion will be

introduced to help understand the changes in the Thai society.
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This course aims to explore an overview of Thai society in various aspects including its political landscape,
cultures, social structure and relations, religions, population and economics. Multi-level analysis of those aspects will be
offered, ranging from interpersonal to societal, as well as taking into account historical processes that put them into being.
Contemporary context such as globalization and regionalization that affects contemporary Thailand will also be

discussed. The course also provides students with first-hand experience of Thai culture and society by offering field trips

to many places where socio-cultural understanding will be discussed in situ.
