To study the history of human beings in different periods, reflecting their beliefs, ideas, intellectual and
creative development. To instill analytical thinking, with an awareness of the problems that humanities are confronting,
such as the impacts of: technological development, violence, wars, and various world crises so that we can live well in a

changing world.
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TU100 Civic Education 3(3-0-6)
Study of principles of democracy and government by rule of law. Students will gain understanding of the
concept of “citizenship” in a democratic rule and will have opportunity for self-development to become a citizen in a

democratic society and to take responsibility in addressing issues in their society through real-life practices.

TU120 Integrated Social Sciences 2 (2-0-4)

This interdisciplinary course focuses on the fact that social sciences play an important role for society.  The
course explains the origins of the social sciences and the modern world, the separation of social sciences from pure
sciences, and the acceptance of the scientific paradigm for the explanation of social
phenomenon. It also involves the analysis of important disciplines, concepts, and major theories of social
sciences by pointing out strengths and weaknesses of each one. Included is the analysis of contemporary social problems,
using knowledge and various perspectives—-individual, group, macro-social, national and world perspectives-- to view

those problems.

on moral, ethics and human values.

TU155 Elementary Statistics 3 (3-0-6)

To identify the Nature of statistical problems; review of descriptive statistics; probability; random variables
and some probability distributions (binomial, poison and normal) ; elementary sampling and sampling distributions;
estimation and hypotheses testing for one and two populations; one-way analysis of variance; simple linear regression and

correlation; chi-square test.
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TH161 Thai Usage 3 (3-0-6)
Thai language usage skills: listening, reading, writing and speaking, with emphases on drawing the main idea,

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MDO011 Fundamental Anatomy 3 (2-2-5)

Human body structure; differentiate and function of tissues and organs system including functions of growth;

production and recovery of various organs in growth and physical changing from conception to elderly.

MDO013 Fundamental Cell Biology and Pathology 2 (1-2-3)
Element and function of cells in human body including changing of cell and tissue; pathology of organic cells that

caused by disease and basic pathology.

MDO021 Principle of Physiology 3 (2-2-5)
Function of cells, tissues, organs, body systems and fluid-electrolytes : metabolic processes and feedback

mechanism in order to maintain the body homeostasis of normal state.

MDO023 Locomotion and The nervous system 3 (3-0-6)
Basic biomechanic working, range of motion consists of muscle, bone and joint, relating with basic nervous
system such as sensory system, motor system, reflex, and proprioception; analysis normal and abnormal movement,

evaluation of movement.



MD033 Medical Biochemistry 3 (2-2-5)

Structure, property, function and metabolism of important biochemical agents as well the interaction of those
chemicals to the clinical outcomes. Functioning of essential enzymes and co-factors. Genetics (including gene replication,
transcription, translation process, gene expression, and genetic disorders); basic technique for DNA manipulation; and
principles of diagnosis of genetic disorders (such as karyotyping); and application f biochemistry to pathogenesis of

common genetic disorders.

MD041 Fundamental Microbiology and Parasitology 3 (2-2-5)

This course focuses on basic principles of medical microbiology. It emphasizes on the common infectious diseases
found in Thailand in the following aspects: causative agents; pathogenesis; epidemiology; clinical features; immune
responding; laboratory diagnosis; and treatment and prevention. The course allows learners to practice on the basic
microbiology techniques such as microscopic technique, sterilize technique, specimen collections, and bacterial staining

methods (Gram’s stain and Acid Fast stain)

MDO051 Basic Pharmacology 3 (3-0-6)
Basic principles of pharmacology; principles of prescription, measurements, drugs classification; mechanism of
actions of drugs (i.e. antimicrobial actions); advantages of pharmacotherapy as well as study of disadvantages (side effect

and/or adverse reactions); drug abuses; and principle of the appropriate drug use.
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MD034 Food and Nutrition 3 (2-2-5)
Basic knowledge of food and nutrition; principles of digestion and absorption; evaluation of nutritional
disorders; and common nutritional disorders in Thailand (i.e. malnutrition, obesity, toxic contamination in food). This

subject also includes the study of factors influencing eating behaviors (i.e. traditional eating behavior).

MD082 Fundamental Surgery, Orthopedics, Ophthalmology, ENT and Radiology 3 (2-2-5)

Pathophysiology and clinical features of common surgical, orthopedic, ophthalmologic, ENT conditions; basic
principles of history taking, physical examinations, laboratory diagnosis and interpretation; principle of radiology
investigation and interpretation; basic of initial evaluation of patient’s conditions; principle of primary care. The course
also includes emergency surgical conditions that require care given by specialists; basic or initial management to those
conditions; appropriate referring. The examples of these conditions include shock, and acute abdomen. Basic methods of

wound cares, simple sutures, fixation of bone fractures, joint dislocation and muscle injury.



TA201 Behavioral Sciences and Behavioral Change 2 (2-0-4)

The relationship between behavioral and physiological mechanism-focusing on the function of nervous systems
and hormones, which are affecting perception, motivation, emotion, learning, memory, and conscious. Behavioral change
by replacing the new learning experience. Changing process of human behavior. Concepts and theories of behavioral
sciences for health explanation and understanding to change and develop health system, as well as factors influencing

behavioral change.

TA202 Pharmaceutical Botany and Pharmacognosy 3(2-3-4)
Principle of botanical characteristics-such as plant morphology, plant anatomy, plant taxonomy, natural plants

and products, plant markers, pharmaceutical properties of plants and natural products, poisonous plants.

TA203 Sypmtomatology of Internal Medicine, Obstertrics-Gynecology and Pediatric 3 (3-0-6)

The symptomatology of internal medicine, obstetrics-gynecology and pediatric, causes and mechanism of
diseases, clinical signs and symptoms including pathophysiology by integration the knowledge of Thai traditional and
western medicine by taking history, physical examination and diagnosis, physical examination- by looking, palpating,
percussion, and listening as well as recording the patient medical history, management of diagnostic medical evidences in

all sexes, and age groups.

TA301 Applied Thai Traditional Medicine in Health Care Service System 3 (2-2-5)

Holistic health care in medical health care service system at all levels including family and community by
applying Thai traditional medicine such as caring the patients, diseases prevention, practical points to prevent illness from
infection, vital sights, bed bath and enema, position the patients and patient mobilization, wound care and prevention of

bed sore, medication, small child and elderly care. home visit once.

TA302 Natural Medicine 2 (2-0-4)
Meaning of natural medicine, natural health care, which consists of physical, way of life, and psychological
perspectives, applied natural medicine into health development for daily life, including individual, family, community, and

social levels.

TA303  Medical Anthropology 2 (2-0-4)

Concepts and theories in medical anthropology, health belief systems and illnesses, health care utilization,
behavioral patterns effecting on health and illness, cultural health care, Thai traditional wisdom transmission, evaluation
of language and media on medical transmission, applied the knowledge of medical anthropology into Thai traditional

development, research method in medical anthropology



TA304 Medical Law for Thai Traditional Medicine 2 (2-0-4)

Meaning and background of general laws, medical services act- such as the application for registration and
licensing, limited regulation of medical ethics, code of ethics, moral and ethical behaviors of the Thai traditional
practitioner, punishments and others acts of applied Thai traditional medicine-such as the acts of protecting and re-

enforcing Thai wisdom, medicinal herbal acts, community forest acts, and acts of medical service center.
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TA231  Applied Thai Traditional Medicine 1 3(2-3-4)

Medical ethics, philosophies, and principle knowledge for Thai traditional medicine, theories of Thai traditional
medicine which have been written in Vetsuksa, Samutthan, Taat-Viwang, and Taat-Viworn medical scriptures by
analyzing the medical contents concerning principle of diagnosis, physical examination, prognosis, and causes of diseases

followed by the principle of Thai Traditional medicine.

TA331 Applied Thai Traditional Medicine 2 3(2-3-4)

Prerequisite : have earned credits of TA 231

Philosophy and theories of Thai traditional medicine in Pathom-Jinda medical scripture which is focusing on
maternal and child health. Maha-Chotirat medical scripture which concerns to normal and abnormal menstrual blood.
Muk-Ka-Rok medical scripture which mentions about diseases of mouth and throat. Taat-Banchob and Uthorn-Rok
medical scriptures which concern diseases of G.I. tract. Mudcha-Pukkhan-Dhika medical scriptures mention about

diseases of urogental tract by analyzing content of those theories according to Thai traditional medicine concept.

TA332 Applied Thai Traditional Medicine 3 3(2-3-4)
