Origin of the constitution and political system of the USA, historical, social, economic, ideological, cultural and
value factors, analysis of the fundamental governmental institutions of the USA and bodies that influence governmental
operations, role and responsibilities of the President under the constitution and in practice, the relationship between

federal and state governments, the party system and the workings of the parliamentary and judicial systems.

Philosophical, social and political concepts in the world’s main religions, i.e. Buddhism, Christianity, Islam
and Hinduism, focusing on understanding ‘politics’ from the viewpoints of these religions, ideal societies according to
these religions, ways to make those ideal societies, which may mean the consideration of using violence in various religions
as a political tool, as well as the relationship of religion with structural violence through education. These issues will also

place emphasise the relationship between religion and politics in Thailand.

PO.405 Seminar : Politics and Novels

Prerequisites: Have earned credits of PO.211

This seminar addresses the question of the meaning of ‘politics’ as clearly or loosely defined in various novels,
with the basic assumption that novels not only reflect society, but also serve to preserve or change social norms. The
seminar also looks at novels’ main themes, such as social injustice, conflicts in political beliefs or political socialisation,

and considers different methods used to understand those novels, such as structuralism and hermeneutics.

PO.406 Seminar : Women and Politics
Prerequisites: Have earned credits of PO.211
Development of the role, duties and status of women in society and political activities from the past to the
present; various factors that push women to increase their role in society at every level; the effects and future trends of
this role expansion. The course will mainly focus on studying the role of women in Thailand and Asia, comparing with

other countries in the world.

This seminar emphasizes advising students to familiarize themselves with academic texts in the political field
which advocate nonviolence and to study the lives of people who have used nonviolence as a political tool. Also studied are
events where political opponents have used nonviolence, theoretical conditions that support nonviolence and ethical

concepts that support nonviolence.

PO.416 Seminar : Greek Political Philosophy
Prerequisites: Have earned credits of PO.210
Greek political philosophy, focusing on the works of classical Greek political philosophers such as Plato and
Aristotle. This course studies selected works of these philosophers in detail, emphasizing the context of ancient Greek
society, as well as Greek philosophy before Socrates. At the same time, the seminar will raise the question of how Greek
political philosophy has influenced political thought in subsequent eras, such as the notion of a good state, the relationship between

good people and good citizens and the problem of justice in political society.

This seminar will study the thought of political philosophers of the Middle Ages from Christian,
Jewish and Islamic civilizations, for example St Augustine, St Thomas Aquinas, Moses Maimonides, Al-Farabi and Ibn

Rushd. Also considered are the links between nature, religion, law and politics and their influence on political philosophy



in the Renaissance era relating to science, art and human philosophy as seen in the thought of Erasmus, Thomas More,

Leonardo da Vinci and especially Machiavelli, who is known as the father of modern philosophy.

Prerequisites: Have earned credits of PO.210

Political concept known as ‘Utopian Political Thought’ which originated from the time of Plato, focusing on
studying the influence of important components such as the birth of Christianity, mass poverty, the Industrial Revolution,
advances in modern technology that have affected this way of thinking. Also studied are major works of philosophers like
