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General Education Courses

Humanities
TU110 Integrated Humanities 2 (2-0-4)

To study the history of human beings in different periods, reflecting their beliefs, ideas, intellectual and
creative development. To instill analytical thinking, with an awareness of the problems that humanities are confronting,
such as the impacts of: technological development, violence, wars, and various world crises so that we can live well in a

changing world.

TU112 Heritage of the Pre-modern World 3 (3-0-6)
To study significant problems and solutions in the Pre-modern World Society, which have been passed on to
various institutions, including those responsible for religion, intellect, culture, society, economics, and politics in the

Present World Society.

TU117 Development of the Modern World 3 (3-0-6)
To study the development of world societies from 1500 A.D. to the present. An emphasis is placed upon the
relationship of economy, political system, administration, society, culture, science and technology, leading to modern

world changes.



Social Science
TU100 Civic Education 3(3-0-6)

Study of principles of democracy and government by rule of law. Students will gain understanding of the
concept of “citizenship” in a democratic rule and will have opportunity for self-development to become a citizen in a

democratic society and to take responsibility in addressing issues in their society through real-life practices.

TU120 Integrated Social Sciences 2 (2-0-4)

This interdisciplinary course focuses on the fact that social sciences play an important role for society. The
course explains the origins of the social sciences and the modern world, the separation of social sciences from pure
sciences, and the acceptance of the scientific paradigm for the explanation of social phenomenon. It also involves the
analysis of important disciplines, concepts, and major theories of social sciences by pointing out strengths and weaknesses
of each one. Included is the analysis of contemporary social problems, using knowledge and various perspectives-

individual, group, macro-social, national and world perspectives-to view those problems.

Sciences and Technology
TU130 Integrated Sciences and Technology 2 (2-0-4)

To study basic concepts in science, scientific theory and philosophies. Standard methods for scientific
investigations. Important evolutions of science and technology influencing human lives as well as the impacts of science
and technology on economies, societies and environments. Current issues involving the impacts of science and technology

on moral, ethics and human values.

Mathematics and Computers

TU151 General College Mathematics 3 (3-0-6)

(A non-credit subject to the students’ faculty code of 02, 04 and from 09 to 14,16,17)
To review Set; real number system; relations; functions and applications; introduction to linear programming;
logic; measurement of interest; installment payment and income tax; descriptive statistics; index number; introduction to

probability ; basic concept of inferential statistics; statistical packages.

TU152 Fundamental Mathematics 3 (3-0-6)
(This course is for students who have already studied mathematics in high school and have gained not less than

16 credits or as demanded by their faculty.)

To prove logical rules, methods of proofs, arguments, mathematical induction, proofs of theorems of
inequalities and absolute values, inequalities solving, functions, type of functions, applications of functions, curve

sketching, partial fractions decomposition, solving of simple systems of linear equations.



TU153 General Knowledge about Computers 3 (3-0-6)
To study the essential components of computer systems including hardware, software, data and its processing;
basic data communication, network and the Internet, principles of problem solving using computers and software

packages, security, ethics and laws related to computer usage and information systems.

TU154 Mathematical Foundation 3 (3-0-6)

To prove logical rules, methods of proofs, quantifiers, arguments, mathematical induction, structure of the
real number system, binomial theorem and multinomial theorem, translation of axes, rotation of axes and sketching of
graphs of conic sections, curve sketching, increasing functions and decreasing functions, partial fractions decomposition,

introduction to number theory.

TU155 Elementary Statistics 3 (3-0-6)

To identify the Nature of statistical problems; review of descriptive statistics; probability; random variables
and some probability distributions (binomial, poison and normal) ; elementary sampling and sampling distributions;
estimation and hypotheses testing for one and two populations; one-way analysis of variance; simple linear regression and

correlation; chi-square test.

TU156 Introduction to Computers and Programming 3 (3-0-6)
Basic concepts of computer systems, electronic data processing concepts, system and application software,
algorithms, flowcharts, data representation, program design and development methodology, problem solving using high-

level language programming.

Thai

TH161 Thai Usage 3 (3-0-6)
Thai language usage skills: listening, reading, writing and speaking, with emphases on drawing the main idea,

communicating knowledge, thoughts and composing properly.

TH162 Report Writing 3 (3-0-6)
The methodology of report writing, enabling students to search for information to make systematic references

and to practice report writing skills.



English
EL070 English Course 1 0 (3-0-6)

Prerequisite : Language Institute placement
A non-credit course designed for those students with low English command and unable to enroll directly into
English Foundation Course (The assessment criteria are ‘S’ for Satisfactory or ‘U’ for Unsatisfactory and will not be
counted towards the students’ total credits and GPA).
A preparatory course designed to enable students to cope up with real English use of four basic integrated skills

of listening, speaking, reading and writing.

EL171 English Course 2 3 (3-0-6)
Prerequisite : have earned credits of EL 070 or Language Institute placement
An intermediate English course designed to promote four integrated skills to develop students’ English

proficiency at a higher level.

EL172 English Course 3 3 (3-0-6)
Prerequisite : have earned credits of EL 171 or Language Institute placement
An upper-intermediate English course to enable students to use integrated skills at a more sophisticated level

than the prior course especially in speaking and writing.

Core Courses 3 (3-0-6)

IP 100 Introduction to Philosophy
The meaning and major concepts of philosophy, e.g. God, truth, goodness, beauty; debates and questions in
subfields of philosophy, e.g. metaphysics, epistemology, ethics, aesthetics, logics; the relations between philosophy, religion

and theology.

IP101 Introduction to Politics 3 (3-0-6)
Basic concepts in politics, i.e. state, political system, bureaucracy, the making of public policy, comparative

politics, political ideologies, and international politics.

IP200 Introductory Microeconomics and Macroeconomics 3 (3-0-6)

Scope of economics; basic microeconomic and macroeconomic theories.

IP201 Introduction to Law and Public Law 3 (3-0-6)
Nature of law; types of laws; evolution, theories, nature, and basic principles of public law; state as an institution

in public law; legal methods in public law.



IP202 Social and Political Philosophy 3 (3-0-6)
Modern social and political philosophy, and related concepts, e.g. liberalism, citizenship, nationalism,

democracy.

IP203 Politics and Government of Modern Thailand 3 (3-0-6)
Evolution of Thai politics and government; the birth of modern state; the 1932 revolution; authoritarianism in
Thai politics; economic and social changes leading to the growth of democratic forces; problems in current Thai politics;

ex-parliamentary politics; the role of Thammasat University in Thai politics.

1P204 Constitution and Political Institutions in Modern Society 3 (3-0-6)
Development and ideas on constitutionalism; the relations between constitution and political institutions; forms

of constitution and political institutions in Western countries; problems of constitutions in developing countries.

IP205 Academic Reading and Writing 1 3 (3-0-6)
Pre-requisite: have earned credits of EL 172 English Course 3
Articles from intermediate English journals and books, to get acquaintance with vocabularies and concepts in

social sciences.

IP210 Academic Reading and Writing 2 3 (3-0-6)
Pre-requisite: have earned credits of IP 205 Academic Reading and Writing 1
Articles from advanced English journals and books, to get acquaintance with vocabularies and concepts in social

sciences.

1P220 Introductory Ethics 3 (3-0-6)
Major issues in ethics and morality, e.g. justice, happiness, good life, liberty, utility, responsibility; a study of

major thinkers and schools of thought in ethics.

IP221 Logic and Reasoning 3 (3-0-6)

Deductive and inductive reasoning; fallacies in reasoning; reasoning in everyday life.

1P222 Introduction to Administrative Law 3 (3-0-6)
Major concepts and principles of administrative law; administrative organization; public authority; state

property; administrative act; the role of administrative court in Thailand.

1P223 Thai Legal and Judicial System 3 (3-0-6)
Development of legal and judicial system of modern Thailand; comparison between legal and judicial system of

Thailand and other major countries.



1P224 Intermediate Microeconomics 3 (3-0-6)
Pre-requisite: have earned credits of IP 200 Introductory Microeconomics and Macroeconomics

Consumer behavior; indifference curve theory; present-future consumption analysis; risk and consumption;
information costs theory; production and production costs theories; theory of the firm; market structures and behaviors;
basic game theory; factor price determination under different market structures; general equilibrium; theories on market

failure.

IP225 Mathematical and Statistical Techniques in Economics 3 (3-0-6)
Algebra and calculus for economics; basic probability theory; correlation and regression used for analyzing the

relationship between economic variables.

IP300 Thammasat University and Society 3 Fnmaainy 135 FAluymamsanm)
Fieldworks to study major social issues, under the guidance of lecturers, to create “Thammasat spirit” to serve

the society.

IP320 History of Western Philosophy 3 (3-0-6)
History of western philosophy from the Greek era to the present; changes in debates and concepts of major

philosophers.

IP321 History of Eastern Philosophy 3 (3-0-6)
Major concepts in Eastern Philosophy (e.g. metaphysics, ethics, theology), and their relations with social,

political, and cultural contexts; Thai philosophy.

IP322 Approaches in Comparative Politics 3 (3-0-6)
Concepts and methods in the study of comparative politics; the comparison of dictatorship and democracy;

democratization; major types of democracy in the world.

IP323 Global Politics 3 (3-0-6)
Major theories and approaches in international relations from the birth of modern state to the present; the

influence of world politics on Thailand

IP324 Intermediate Macroeconomics 3 (3-0-6)
Pre-requisite: have earned credits of IP 200 Introductory Microeconomics and Macroeconomics

Monetary market equilibrium; product market equilibrium; foreign exchange market equilibrium; shifts in
market equilibrium; product and labor markets; aggregated demand and supply in closed and open economies; inflation,
unemployment and economic stability policy; economic growth theory; macroeconomics analysis of current economic

situations.



IP325 History of Economic Thought: From Smith to the Present 3 (3-0-6)

History of economic thoughts from the 18" century to the present; debates between different schools of thought.

IP336 Introductory Epistemology 3 (3-0-6)

Definition of knowledge; sources of knowledge; knowledge reasoning; scope of knowledge.

IP337 Introductory Metaphysics 3 (3-0-6)

Concepts in metaphysics, e.g. reality, truth, phenomenon, reason, time and space.

IP338 Aesthetics and Philosophy of Art 3 (3-0-6)
Issues in beauty and aesthetic judgement; changes in concepts of art from copying the nature to creating new

things; major thinkers and schools of thought in the twentieth century.

IP339 Philosophical Foundation of Modernity 3 (3-0-6)
Major philosophical concepts and issues leading to the birth of modernity, e.g. humanism, public and private
spheres, human rights, the use of reason, the perception of time, the division between body and mind, the birth of modern

science.

IP346 Legal Philosophy 3 (3-0-6)
Definition and nature of legal philosophy; development of legal philosophical thoughts in the West; the relations

between law and legal philosophy; Thai legal philosophy.

IP347 Social Movements and Democratic Politics 3 (3-0-6)
Concepts and theories in social movements leading to democratic politics; the relations between state and civil

society; people empowerment in politics.

1P348 Politics and Religion 3 (3-0-6)
The role of religion towards state; relations between religion and political movements; contemporary debates on

religion-state relations.

1P349 Political Thoughts: From Plato to the Present 3 (3-0-6)
Major political thoughts from the Greek era to the present (e.g. Plato, Aristotle, Machiavelli, Hobbes, Locke,

Rousseau, Marx), and historical context leading to these thoughts.



IP356 Democratic Regimes and Rule of Law 3 (3-0-6)
Concepts and debates on democracy and the rule of law; the study of democracy and rule of law in major

democratic countries in comparison with Thailand.

IP357 Public Policy 3 (3-0-6)
Public policy process; policy formulation; types of policy; policy implementation and evaluation; Thai public

policy process.

IP358 Public Administration and Organization Studies 3 (3-0-6)
Development and major theories in public administration; classical and post-modern approaches on

organization studies.

IP359 General Principles of Civil and Commercial Law 3 (3-0-6)
General principles of civil and commercial law; Person, property, juristic act and contract, and debt;

comparative studies of civil and commercial law in major legal systems.

IP366 Modern Thai Business History 3 (3-0-6)
Development of modern Thai business from the Treaty of Bowring to the present, under the context of politics,

economy, society, and international relations

IP367 Basic Econometrics 3 (3-0-6)
Pre-requisite: have earned credits of IP 225 Mathematical and Statistical Techniques in Economics

Introduction to econometrics; statistical techniques for economic analysis; inferential statistics; Ordinary Least
Square (OLS) regression; OLS hypothesis; data exploration and test of OLS hypothesis; econometric analysis with simple
and multiple regression; regression analysis of categorical and limited dependent variable models; application of

statistical packages (e.g. Stata, SPSS, EViews) for analyzing empirical economic data.

IP368 International Political Economy 3 (3-0-6)
Foundation of international political economy; theories and approaches in international political economy;
changes in global political and economic orders; power relations and bargaining processes in international politics and

their impact on allocation and distribution of economic resources; transnational factor and resource mobilization.

IP369 Natural Resources and Environmental Economics 3 (3-0-6)

Economic approaches in coping with natural resource depletion and environmental degradation; international
commitments in managing global climate changes; economic impacts of natural resource and environmental degradation
and climate changes; sustainable development; evaluation of environmental impact of development projects; policy tools
and mechanisms in natural resource and environmental management; community resource and environment

management.



IP376 Contemporary Thai Economy 3 (3-0-6)
Dynamics and changes in Thai economy from the Bowring Treaty to the present; important economic events and
issues; roles of financial and fiscal policies in Thai economic development; role of interest and pressure groups in

economic policy formulation and changes; influence of global economic dynamism on Thai economy.

IP377 Basic Institutional Economics 3 (3-0-6)

Theories and concepts in institutional economics; role of institutions in the formation of individual incentive
structure; roles of tangible and intangible institutions; changes and evolution of institutions; interactions between
individuals and social institutions (with special focus on institutions in the capitalist economy such as ownership rights,

contracts, legal enforcement systems); impact of rules and regulations on individual’s and firm’s behavior.

IP378 Introduction to International Development 3 (3-0-6)
Development theories, models, approaches, and strategies after the Second World War; interaction and role of
development actors and institutions in providing international aid; problems in international development, including the

impacts of development projects/programs on socio-economic development in aid recipient countries.

IP379 Introduction to Finance 3 (3-0-6)
Basic concepts on finance; financial statement and cash flows; the time value of money; capital budgeting; long-

term financing; dividend policy and internal financing; cost of capital.

IP386 Business Ethics and Corporate Social Responsibility 3 (3-0-6)
Concepts of ethics, good governance, and corporate governance; ethic problems in doing business; business

responsibility to consumers and society.

IP387 Art and Society 3 (3-0-6)

Relations between art and social context, with an emphasis on contemporary art and society.

IP388 Contemporary China 3 (3-0-6)
China’s historical background; Politics, economy, society, and international relations from the establishment of

the socialist system in 1949 to the present; China’s roles on the world stage and challenges in the 21" century.

1P389 Contemporary Japan 3 (3-0-6)
Japan’s historical background; the Meiji Renovation and the birth of militarism leading to the Second World
War; politics, economy, society, and international relations in the post-war era. Japan’s roles on the world stage and

challenges in the 21" century.



IP396 Politics and Economy of Modern India 3 (3-0-6)
Contemporary Indian politics and economy; India’s influence on global political economy and implication for

Thailand.

IP397 ASEAN Studies 3 (3-0-6)

The circumstances of International politics in post-WWII Southeast Asia leading to the establishment of ASEAN
in 1967; ASEAN’s roles in resolution of political conflicts and promotion of socio-economic development in the region;
ASEAN’s enlargement in the post-Cold War era; problems and challenges in ASEAN integration; relations between

ASEAN and external major powers.

IP398 European Integration 3 (3-0-6)
The circumstances of politics, economy, and society in post-WWII Europe; factors leading to the integration of
Europe; European Union enlargement and its impacts; attempts to make common foreign and security policies; the role of

EU in global political economy.

1P436 Global Justice 3 (3-0-6)

Major issues in global justice, e.g. human rights, poverty, economic justice.

1P437 Philosophy of Science and Social Science 3 (3-0-6)
Sources of knowledge in science and social science; the births of sub-fields in social science and their hypotheses;

the differences in knowledge and methods between science and social science.

IP438 Seminar on Philosophical Issues 3 (3-0-6)

Seminar on major issues in Western and Eastern philosophies.

IP439 Law and International Relations 3 (3-0-6)
History and sources of international law; recognition of states and governments; rights and duties of states;
territorial boundaries; diplomatic privileges and immunities; nationality; extradition; treaty and agreements; arbitration

and adjudication of disputes, war, war crimes, neutrality, terrorism, and hostages.

1P446 Law and Local Government 3 (3-0-6)
Thai constitution and local government; relations between central, regional, and local governments;

decentralization to local government organizations in Thailand, in comparison with foreign countries, e.g. France, Britain.

1P447 Thai Laws in Socio-Politico-Economic Aspects 3 (3-0-6)
Current trends in the body of knowledge, system, and organization in Thai laws and legal system; adaptation to

changes; efficiencies of laws in solving problems; obstacles and successes as a result of legal system, criteria, and personnel



IP448 Seminar on Legal and Political Issues 3 (3-0-6)

Seminar on major contemporary issues in politics and law, in domestic and international aspects.

1P449 Rural and Urban Development 3 (3-0-6)

Theories and approaches in urban economics; urban development models; urban development planning and
policies in response to dynamics and changes of urban areas in Thailand and in other countries; location of firms and
economic activities; urban formation as a result of location choice; land rent and land use in urban areas; economic
activities in urban areas; urban problems; role of agriculture in poverty reduction; relationship between poverty,
population growth, and depletion of natural resources; food and agriculture price policy; role of agricultural sector in
economic development; change in rural population structure and its impacts on agricultural productivity and food

security; economic problems in rural areas; agricultural and rural development policy.

IP456 Regional Economic Integration 3 (3-0-6)

Theories and approaches in regional economic integration; the concept of regionalism; driving forces of regional
economic cooperation; factors affecting the dynamic of regional economic integration; economic impact of regional
integration; comparative study of regional integration in Europe, Asia, North America, and Latin America, with a special

focus on issues related to ASEAN Economic Community (AEC).

IP457 East Asian Economic Development 3 (3-0-6)

Approaches and patterns of development in East Asian countries (including ASEAN member countries, China,
Japan, South Korea, and Taiwan); East Asian development model; policies and roles of state in development;
multinational corporation (MNCs) and East Asian production networks; characteristics and problems of East Asian

development model.

IP458 Seminar on Economic and Developmental Issues 3 (3-0-6)
Discussion on current economic and development issues such as aging society, poverty, transnational labour

migration, food security, and energy security.

IP459 Contemporary Issues on Human Rights 3 (3-0-6)
The origin of human rights concept in the West; the formation of international human rights movements and
international covenants on human rights after the Second World War; human rights as an instrument of states in the

conduct of international relations; debates between the West and other societies on the universality of human rights.

IP466 Global History of Gender and Sexuality 3 (3-0-6)

History of gender and sexuality in the West and the East; gender and sexuality in the context of Thai society.



IP467 Seminar on Global Issues 3 (3-0-6)

Seminar on major global issues facing humankind, e.g. poverty, environmental problems, transnational crime.

IP501 Research Paper 1 3 (3-0-6)

Research in topics chosen by students, under the guidance of supervisors, with hard-copy submission.

IP502 Research Paper 2 3 (3-0-6)
Pre-requisite: have taken IP 501 Research Paper 1

Research in topics chosen by students, under the guidance of supervisors, with hard-copy submission.

EL217 Speaking and Listening for Academic Purposes 3 (3-0-6)

Extensive practice in English oral communication and listening skills in various settings and for a wide
range of academic purposes, developing techniques and strategies for speaking in public, practising making oral
presentations and participating in group discussions, practicing listening to materials from a variety of sources such as

lectures, seminars and news reports.
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
