World Music 3(3-0-6)

also includes the background, the significance, the style, and the development of World Music, as well as the relation
to economics, social and political contexts. The areas are music from Asia, Africa, Europe, North America, and

Introduction to Service Management and Innovation 3(3-0-6)
This course is designed to introduce students to the essential skills of service management and design, and

innovation and creative approaches to providing service excellence. Students will learn about service characteristics

and strategy, blueprinting and system design.

Innovation and Creative Workshop 3(3-0-6)

This workshop is designed to provide students with an opportunity to be exposed to various forms of design
thinking that will help them to look creatively at how to provide innovative solutions to a range of service
operational and facility challenges.
