The course introduces students to the principles, concepts and application of Geographical
Information System (GIS) in planning and related techniques. The application of GIS to spatial analysis is
composed of base mapping, database organizing and spatial analysis using information about land
ownership, land use, and buildings, etc. Remote sensing technology and virtual reality analysis as applied to
GIS management are also studied. The crucial issue is to realize the potential and limitations of GIS

application in the planning system.
