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Instillation of social conscience and awareness of one’s role and duties as a good global citizen. This is done

through a variety of methods such as lectures, discussion of various case studies and field study outings. Students are

required to organise a campaign to raise awareness or bring about change in an area of their interest.
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Study of significant phenomena around the world, in the ASEAN region and in Thailand in terms of their
political, economic and sociocultural dimensions. This is done through approaches, theories and principles of social
science research via discussion and raising examples of situations or people of interest. The purpose of this is to create a

perspective of diversity, to understand the complexity of global interrelationships, to build a global mindset and to be able

to challenge old paradigms and open up a new, broader worldview.
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Holistic health care, addressing the physical ,emotional ,social ,and spiritual needs ,which is considered.
Important skills for success in leading a happy life in society. Students learn to develop their ability in physical health care
to manage stress, build emotional security, understand themselves and adapt to psychological, emotional and social
problems. Students also learn to understand the meaning of aesthetics, experiencing and appreciating the relationship

between art and humanity in different fields, namely visual arts, music, performing arts and architecture.
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This course provides an introduction to the importance of life-cycle systems perspectives in understanding
major challenges and solutions to achieving more sustainable societies in this changing world. Students will learn about
the relationship between mankind and the environment in the context of energy and resource use, consumption and
development, and environmental constraints.Furthermore, an examination of social conflict and change from the life-cycle

perspective will be used to develop an understanding of potential solution pathways for sustainable lifestyle modifications.
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Practice basic skills for listening, speaking, reading, and writing in English through an integrated method.

Students will acquire a basis to continue to study English at a higher level.
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Development of critical thinking through questioning, analytical, synthetic and evaluation skills. Students
learn how to read without necessarily accepting all the information presented in the text, but rather consider the content
in depth, taking into account the objectives, perspectives, assumptions, bias and supporting evidence, as well as logic or
strategies leading to the author’s conclusion. The purpose is to apply these methods to students’ own persuasive writing

based on information researched from various sources, using effective presentation techniques.
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TU105 Communication Skills in English
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Development of English listening, speaking, reading and writing skills, focusing on the ability to hold a
conversation in exchanging opinions, as well as reading comprehension of academic texts from various disciplines related

to students’ field of study.
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TU106  Creativity and Communication
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Creative thought processes, with critical thinking as an important part, as well as communication of these
thoughts that lead to suitable results in social, cultural and environmental contexts, at personal, organisational and social

levels
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UP103 Information Technology Management for Planning
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Principles, concepts, main components of information technology, and fundamental skills in using computer in
managing information technology, the tool which is popularly applied to support plan-making process. The contents
emphasize the system functioned at community level as well as that of authorities whose sources of data in demographics,

economic, social and physical would help support the plan-making process.
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TU111 Thailand in Historical, Social and Cultural Perspective
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To explore Thai social, cultural and intellectual backgrounds from the old days (known as the Kingdom of
Siam) until today. To emphasize the formation of the Thai identity as well as directions towards the development of Thai

culture and society in the globalization context.
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TU112  Heritage of the Pre-modern World
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To study significant problems and solutions in the Pre-modern World Society, which have been Have earned

credits of on to various institutions, including those responsible for religion, intellect, culture, society, economics, and

politics in the Present World Society.

Study of general principles of microeconomics and macroeconomics. Microeconomics covers fundamental
economic problems, determinants of demand for and supply of goods, consumer behavior, characteristics of perfectly and
imperfectly competitive markets and concept of market failures. Macroeconomics covers national income determination,
money and banking, introduction to fiscal and monetary policies, and importance of international trade and finance in

balance of payments.
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TU122 Law in Everyday Life
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To study general aspects of law as correct patterns of human conduct in society. To equip learners withbasic
principles of public law (rules of law), and its values which are associated with citizens’ moral core. To providebasic
knowledge in public law and private law, involving the issues of rights and duties, dispute settlement, ThaiJustice

procedures, the usage and interpretation of law principles, with an emphasis on case studies in our daily lives.
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HR201  Principles of Management
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Management concepts, evolution of management, roles and skills of managers, planning, organizing, leading,

controlling, managerial decision making and ethics
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AP164 Economics of Built Environment
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Basic economic concepts, fundamental economic problems and the applications of microeconomic theories to
built environment design process and project feasibility analysis; and knowledge of macroeconomic theories and current

general national economic situations, which have potential impacts on the investment of construction projects.
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UP101 Introduction to Communications in Planning
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The need of communications for planning, the nature of communications, revolution in communications
technology, and typologies and methodologies of essential communications, all of which are conducted together with
workshop exercises using both verbal and non-verbal techniques. The applications gained through the course can help

make planning work more effective at all levels and stages within the planning process.
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UP102 Perceptions in Planning
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The nature of town and the value of factors evolved in planning field of study to help keep balance of qualities

change in town. The approach of study is through practices in perceiving philosophies or concepts of the qualities by

conveying the understanding of the contexts with essential technical communication skills for planning. The applications

gained through the course enable students to pursue advance planning skills in the context of planning process.
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UP203 Geographical Information Systems in Planning
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The course introduces students to the principles, concepts and application of Geographical Information
System (GIS) in planning and related techniques. The application of GIS to spatial analysis is composed of base mapping,
database organizing and spatial analysis using information about land ownership, land use, and buildings, etc. Remote
sensing technology and virtual reality analysis as applied to GIS management are also studied. The crucial issue is to

realize the potential and limitations of GIS application in the planning system.
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UP204 Statistical Analysis for Planning
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Statistical analysis for planning which covers basic research planning schemes, and reviews of descriptive
analysis, probability and sampling techniques. Statistical techniques applied to planning such as non-parametric, chi’

square-test, t-test, variance, covariance, correlation, and simple and multiple regression are studied along with utilization

of the results in planning.
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UP205 History of Urban Planning
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The history and evolution of urban planning in both western and eastern context. The students will be able to
analyze influencing factors, especially cultural and technological factors, on formation and development of human
settlement and urban planning. Moreover, the concepts and ideas of great urban planners in each period up to the present

will be examined as cases study.
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UP206 English for Planning
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An advanced course aimed at developing students’ English skills in reading and presenting reports in the field
of urban planning and sustainable development. The students are required to have more practice in reading more

complex passages and writing various types of essays using technical terms in planning.
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UP211 Urban Environmental Planning and Development Workshop 1
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A practical workshop which focuses on analysis of urban development and problems on the community or
district scale, and includes data collection techniques such as building and infrastructure condition assessments, F.A.R. and
B.C.R. The analysis covers socioeconomic and physical aspects in order to understand the relationship between micro and

macro scales of urban development. Conceptual plans and recommendations for development are also developed during the

course.
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UP312 Urban Environmental Planning and Development Workshop 2
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A studio workshop aiming at the practice of planning at town level. The workshop emphasizes analytical skills
used in planning process, for instance: data manipulation, and spatial interpretation, problem identification, plan evaluation
plan implementation. A wide range of knowledge related to the socio-economic context will be integrated with a field survey so

that the students are able to apply theories and concepts relevant to planning to the making of land use plans and other

development strategies. Most importantly, an application of GIS (Geographical Information System) will be highlighted.
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UP313 Urban Environmental Planning and Development Workshop 3
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The workshop 3 pursues the conceptual plan from the workshop 2 (UP 312) with more practices. Students
are expected to apply theories, concepts and techniques in planning and GIS to conduct practical planning of facilities,

utilities and land use systematically, according to the concept of “plans led development”.
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UP414 Urban Environmental Planning and Development Workshop 4
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The workshop 4 is a practical study involving mainly applying theories and concepts of urban design and
landscape to urban development planning. The workshop is conducted in specific areas, with specific purposes such as
urban conservation, tourism and new town development. It focuses on the application of design and planning in order to

create aesthetic environmental development in communites, towns and cities.
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UP415 Special Problems in Planning and Development
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An individual study set up according to personal interests in planning theories, concepts and practice.
Subjects of study might be problematic or debating issues in urban environmental planning and development. As an
integrated planning study, the course is expected to conceptualize the relationships between key study issues and related

issues.
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UP416 Seminar in Planning and Development
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Several issues studied in UP 415 Special Problems in Planning and Development are pursued in seminars to

strengthen critical and analytical skills. The seminars also provide opportunities for practicing academic presentation and
defence.
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UP417 Site and Urban Landscape Planning
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The principles and processes of landscape design and planning such as site analysis, topography, soil
characteristics, vegetation, ecological systems and infrastructure involved in large-scale projects, such as residential areas,

university campuses, municipalities, etc.
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UP121 Theories and Concepts in Planning 1
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An overview of urban planning and its evolution, which covers urban expansion and changes in terms of
physical and socioeconomic structures, the environment, and the relationship between rural and urban areas. The course

covers plans at different levels and their scope and objectives, urban development, urban and environmental planning and

design, transportation planning, urban rehabilitation and conservation, and new town planning.
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UP222 Theories and Concepts in Planning 2
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Theories, concepts and techniques in planning, and the multiple aspects of urban planning and analysis such

as location analysis, SWOT analysis, strategic planning, and the standards and process in land use planning.

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To introduce typologies of data which are essential for analysis, developing perceiving and forecasting
factors, all that involved in town process. Also, to introduce methods popularly used in survey for planning. All contents

projects under constraints of the environments at different levels of town development are also included.

UP431 Regional Planning and Management
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The interrelations between planning elements such as physical, populational, socioeconomic, and
environmental, etc., and between administrative organizations of the same or different levels such as urban-rural,
regional, provincial and local administrations. The course is aimed at understanding the linkages and relationships
between such elements at a local level to determine a planning framework at a macro level that leads to development

plans at a local, urban or regional level.
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UP432 Urban Management
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Local administrative management systems, the decentralization movement, and public participation in urban
planning and development, as stipulated in the current Constitution of Thailand and the fundamentals of good governance. The
course looks at the management dimension as related to other key elements such as local finance, the capacities of local

authorities and the privatization of urban services.

The operation process and management schemes of real estate and housing development projects such as
conceptual planning of products, feasibility study, marketing, project management, etc. are introduced along with creative
ideas in real estate and housing development.
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UP435 Urban Rehabilitation and Conservation
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Concepts of rehabilitation and conservation of historic and old towns. Emphasis is on the study of historical,
cultural, artistic and architectural value of the old towns in order to set the framework for conservation and/ or
rehabilitation of such areas. This includes the consideration of the importance of balanced development among historical,

artistic, cultural, and economic values.

Concept of disaster risk mitigation as a critical tool for building a peaceful and harmonious society. The course
will equip students with enhanced knowledge, skills, resources and technical abilities in the nature of risk, with a focus on the
most vulnerable populations. The emphasis is on the links between disaster, risk, health and development, human coping,
and the theoretical and practical ways in which resilience to disaster is established at the local level. The course will also
provide an introduction to varied social survey techniques, people-centered monitoring and evaluation, and the application of

appropriate methodologies for people-centered disaster risk mitigation issues. Students will participate in seminar

preparation and delivery, research, game simulation and field exercises.
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Basic principles of environmental technology can contribute to design applications that are compatible with
global contexts and challenges such as global warming, energy crisis, and sustainable development, etc. Microclimate
modification combined with the utilization of elements from passive systems will be emphasized to create design solutions

that correspond to climatic conditions and enhance occupants’ thermal comfort. This requires analysis and synthesis

processes through theories including: heat transfer, lighting, daylighting, acoustics, and noise/vibration protection.
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To explore theories and practices of public participation in planning process based upon understanding of
democratic and equality politics and society. Also, to develop understanding of qualities of factors involved in

participation techniques for planning. All contents provided are examined by practicing through fieldwork exercises and

projects in various levels of land use process.
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Theories, concepts, and techniques for land use planning are explored. Also, land use models applied to urban
areas, both in Thailand and those in abroad will be discussed in comparative way. The benefits of the course will be provided
for students' understanding advantages and disadvantages, as well as opportunities and limitations in applying the ideas

through sound development actions in various countries, and enabled to rationally analyze the land use planning in Thailand.
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The concepts of urban infrastructure planning and management that support urban development,
population growth, and environmental protection and management on different scales. The course covers issues relating
to facilities such as schools, hospitals, recreation areas, etc., and utilities such as water supply, electricity, and systems of
the road network, mass-transportation, solid waste disposal and wastewater treatment. The course emphasizes on the

concept of “plans led development”.

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UP351 Research Methodology in Planning

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The basic concepts of the law and regulation systems of various governing bodies that directly or indirectly
apply to the planning control and implementation process. Planning and related laws and regulations involved in urban
and environmental development, planning and management such as Land Subdivision Law, Building Code, Urban

Planning Law, central and local regulations, etc., are included as the key elements.

Principles, techniques in forecasting and assessing environmental impact of development projects in urban
areas, particularly in terms of public utilities and facilities, large-scale and high-rise building development projects are
introduced. The contents will be discussed in relation with sociology and social impact assessment. In addition,

application of strategic tool by public participation in environmental impact assessment will also be examined.
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UP256 Demography in Planning
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This course looks at population growth and migration to cities which lead to the expansion of urbanized
areas, increased housing needs and subsequent demands for urban land and public services. Demographic study is also
included which provides information for preparing the supply of land, and town/city/metropolitan planning and
management schemes. Future models, population projection and other techniques necessary for urban and environmental

planning and management are explored.
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UP355 Internship in Planning
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A professional practice of urban environmental planning and management in related agencies/ organizations
which must be approved and supervised by the Faculty of Architecture and Planning, during the summer session for not

less than 240 hours.
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UP358 Social and Political Factors in Planning
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Theories and concepts in sociology, urban sociology, political science and public administration as applied in
planning. The course covers social norms and value, social groups, and administrative systems, which influence urban
development, public services and public participation, and which are the foundation of the planning and implementation

of urban and environmental development.
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To introduce technical skills of communications popularly used to make planning work more effective based
upon testimony of present planning practices that having emphasized on being technically right is never enough to

influence action. These skills are also designed to inform the part of the outcome of decision-making and policy-making

processes in which planners are involved collectively with stakeholders or participants in the process.
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Thematic Paper focuses on applied research in planning which utilizes theoretical and practical knowledge.
Based on their personal interests, students each select one specific topic from diverse issues of urban environmental

planning and management. Emphasis is placed on analysis and synthesis of existing literature and fieldwork studies, and

application of the results in planning on various scales.
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
