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3.1.5 Course Description

General Education Program
Humanities
. 110 ﬁﬁaﬂﬂ1ﬂ1iu1{l&lﬂﬂ1ﬁﬂ% 212-0-4)
TU 110 Integrated Humanities
This course examines history of mankind in epochs that reflects belief, thought, and intellectual development.
The course requires an application of analytical method to current problems, including the effect of technological

development, violence, war, and world crisis — in order to live effectively in the midst of this changeable world.

Social Science
u5. 100 WarlleanuANNSUARTeURDFIAY 33-0-6)
TU 100 Civic Education

This course provides an account of principles of democracy and government by rule of law. Students will gain
understanding of the concepts of “citizenship” in a democratic rule and will have opportunity for self-development to
become a citizen in a democratic society and to take responsibility in addressing issues in their society through real-life

practices.

NE. 120 AVOINNMITIANAAAS 22-0-4)
TU 120 Integrated Social Sciences

This course explores the crucial role of social sciences to human being by discussing the origin of social sciences
in the modern world, the deprivation of the social sciences from the science, the scientific paradigms used to explain social
phenomena. It provides a forum of discussion of disciplines, concepts and theories in the social sciences from which the
strength and weakness thereof will be presented. The course provides an opportunity for students to analyze
contemporary issues by applying theories in the social sciences for understanding from individual and collective views,

and from societal macro level, and from national and global views.

Sciences and Technology
NE. 130 avdnenmMOImenaansuazmnalulad 22-0-4)

TU 130 Integrated Sciences and Technology

This course gives an account of fundamental concepts, theories, philosophies, and rules of science. It also
discusses the evolution of science and technology which has been influential to human’s living, impacts of science and
technology on economics, societies and environments. It provides a forum of discussion of debated issues concerning ethics

and moral of human being.



Mathematics and Computers

UE. 152 ﬂﬁ'ﬂﬁugmmaﬂﬁmmm% 33-0-6)
TU 152 Fundamental Mathematics

(For student with academic background of mathematics studied in high school no less than 16 credits or being
compulsory course)

This course gives an account of logical rules for proving; methods of proofs, arguments, mathematical induction,
proofs of theorems of inequalities and absolute values. It provide a study of inequalities solving, functions, type of
functions, applications of functions, curve sketching, partial fractions decomposition, solving of simple systems of linear

equations.

UE. 153 mmfﬁﬁ"flﬂaﬁmﬁmmuﬁama% 33-0-6)
TU 153 General Concepts of Computer

This course provides a study of essential components of computer systems including hardware, software, data
and its processing; basic data communication, network and the Internet, principles of problem solving using computers

and software package, security, ethics and laws related to computer usage and information systems.

USE. 155 ﬁﬁﬁﬁugm 33-0-6)
TU 155 Elementary Statistics

This course provides a study of nature of statistical problems, review of descriptive statistics, probability,
random variables and some probability distributions (binomial, poisson and normal), sampling technique and sampling
distributions; estimation and hypothesis testing for one or two populations, one-way analysis of variance; simple linear

regression and correlation; chi-square test.

TH 160 Basic Thai
TH160 Basic Thai 3 credits
(For foreign students or allowed by Thai Department)
This course gives an account of basic Thai language — alphabet, vocabulary, phrases, and sentences. It also

provides the four basic skills: listening, speaking, reading and writing.

n.161  Mslamulng 3(3-0-6)
TH 161 Thai Usage
This course provides a forum of training Thai language skills, including listening, reading, writing, and speaking,

with the emphasis on drawing the main idea, communicating knowledge and thoughts, and composing properly.



English
ay. 070 mmé’anqyﬁugm 1 03-0-6)
EL 070 English Course 1

This non-credit course is designed for those students with a low command of English and unable to enroll
directly into the English Foundation Course (The assessment criteria are Satisfactory (S) or Unsatisfactory (U) and will
not be counted towards the students’ total credits and GPA).

The course provides basic teaching of English designed for students to train their skills for every usage including

listening, speaking, reading and writing.

a. 171 mmé’anqmﬁugm 2 33-0-06)
EL 171 English Course 2
Prerequisite : EL 070 or passing the placement test of the language institute
This intermediate course aims to develop the four skills; listening, speaking, reading and writing. It prepares

students to be able to study English foundation course of higher level.

ay. 172 mmé’anqyﬁxugm 3 33-0-06)
EL 172 English Course 3
Prerequisite : EL 171 or passing the placement test of the language institute
This advanced course aims to further develop students’ integrated English skills, which is more complicated than

that of intermediate course, with the emphasis on speaking and writing.

f1.210 msygmam%aﬁaw’iu 33-0-6)
EE 210 Introductory Economics

(For non-economics major only; credits will not be awarded to students who are taking or have completed
EE211 or EE212 or EE213 or EE214)

This course gives an account of the general principles of microeconomics and macroeconomics. In
microeconomics part, topics cover demand for and supply of goods, consumer behavior, production and costs, structure
and behavior of production units under perfectly and imperfectly competitive markets, the concept of market failures and
the role of government intervention. In macroeconomics part, topics cover objectives and problems in macroeconomic,
national income determination, money and banking system, introduction to fiscal and monetary policies used for
economic stabilization, the application of economic indices to analyze the economic situation. In international economics

part, topics cover importance of international trade and finance, and disputes between free trade and market protection.



Us. 143 uqyéﬁ’uéaumﬁau 33-0-06)
TU 143 Man and Environment

This course examines the relationship between man and the natural environment, focusing on the coexistence of
living things, to create balance and promote effective environmental management, discussions of the impacts of scientific
and technological development on the environment, society, and economy as well as the importance of the environment for

human beings in present and future.

NE. 113 ﬂam%ﬁﬁugmmqﬂ%’mymnxmam 33-0-06)
TU 113 Fundamentals of Philosophy and Religions

This course gives an account of philosophical and religious concepts which contribute to attitudes, ethnics and
way of living of the human being. It seeks to stimulate critical and analytical thinking of students, on phenomena, with
support of guiding rules. Students are expected to apply the knowledge and understanding gained to cohabit with others

in the society.

N5, 117 Wannmsvealanadialvia 3G3-0-6)
TU 117 Development of the Modern World

This course provides a study of development of global society from 1500 A.D. up to the present, emphasizing
relations regarding economics, politics, administration, society, culture, and science and technology as fundamentals to its

transformation into a modern world.

ow. 125 ANNFI lReINUe udew 33-0-6)
AS 125 Introduction to ASEAN
This course provides a study of history and objectives of the establishment of the ASEAN, as well as of overview

of society, politics, economics, cultures, ideologies and beliefs of ASEAN member states.
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USE. 100 mmﬁﬁuugm;ﬁmﬁ’ungﬁmmmzszuungﬁmﬂ 33-0-6)
LB 100 Introduction to Law and Legal Systems

This course explores the scope of legal study and its relationships with other social sciences. Examined topics
include legal systems; definitions, backgrounds, and sources of law; legal methods; and the classification of laws. This
foundation course also introduces the fundamental concepts of law including rights, duties, liabilities, scope of rights,
abuse of rights, and the principle of good faith. General principles of law enshrined in the Civil and Commercial Code,
Book I, which are fundamental to the Thai legal system, such as those concerning persons, juristic acts, and property are

discussed as well.



U5 101 NYMINganYMzHANTINIAZ A YN 33-0-6)
LB 101 Juristic Acts and Contracts

This course discusses juristic acts, the general principles of contracts, the legal capacity of persons, and the legal
effects of voidable and void acts as stipulated in the Civil and Commercial Code. The course further focuses on the
fundamental doctrines of contracts as they appear in unfair contract terms law, consumer protection law, electronic

transactions law and other specific laws, as well as current issues in contract law.

5. 103 ﬁ’nyzmiﬁﬂumangﬁmmﬁaﬁu 3 (3-0-6)
LB 103 Basic Legal Writing Skills
This course offers first-year students basic techniques for legal writing. It also gives them opportunities to

practice writing in order to prepare for written exams and cope with more advanced legal writing in later years.

LB 150 Fundamental Rights
This course is a forum for the study of the meaning and significance of human rights and fundamental rights as

recognized in the Constitution of the Kingdom of Thailand as well as the historical backgrounds, development, types of

rights, and the protection of fundamental rights in various legal systems.

UE. 200 nYHIEANHaYKIL: viann ) 33-0-6)
LB 200 Obligations: General Principles
This course examines the general principles of the law of obligations under the Civil and Commercial Code and

contemporary problems in the law of obligation

U5. 201 NQHINBANYAUzazIA Famsnuuenda mnfinaeld 33-0-6)
LB 201 Wrongful Acts, Management of Affairs without Mandate, and Undue Enrichment

This course provides a study of the principles of civil and commercial law relating to wrongful acts, management
of affairs without mandate, and undue enrichment under the Civil and Commercial Code. Other relevant topics
encompassed in this course are product liability law, environmental protection law, and contemporary problems

regarding the application of these laws.

UB. 202 PYHINEANHAZNINTY 33-0-6)
LB 202 Property Law
This course explores the principles of law relating to property under the Civil and Commercial Code, Books I

and IV.



U5. 203 ’Efuumng]ﬁmmanmu 33-0-06)
LB 203 Private Law Seminar
This course encourages students to reflect on the fundamental and current issues concerning general principles

of private law and legal reasoning in the context of private law.

UE. 210 NgHINgIYL: MAN 33-0-6)
LB 210 Principles of Criminal Law

This course examines the general principles of criminal law under the Penal Code, Part 1.

U5, 235 nguaneNAmIlseiunil 22-0-4)
LB 235 Secured Transactions
This course provides a study of the principles of law related to suretyship, mortgage, and pledge under the Civil

and Commercial Code, Book III and special legislation.

U5 236 (ONINATYY) 4 (4-0-8)
LB 236  Specific Contracts
This course covers legal principles relating to contravrs of sale, hire of property, hire-purchase, agency, loan of

money, and hire of work under the Civil and Commercial Code.

Us. 250 ngwmaumwsﬁmﬁ'u 212-0-4)
LB 250 Introduction to Public Law

This course explores the institutions of public law, elements and forms of states as well as their legal personality
and institutions. It also covers the need for rule of law, the history and evolution of public law, as well as the scope and

characteristics of public law. This course also covers sources of public law and its juristic method.

HE. 251 NYNINBTFHITNYY 33-0-6)
LB 251 Constitutional Law

This course examines the history, evolution, definition and types of constitutions. It explores the creation of
states, and important theories of constitutional systems, such as the separation of powers and judicial review.
Philosophical foundations of government systems, constitutional rights and freedoms, and political organs will also be

discussed.

UE. 253 nj,]ﬁmﬂumwmammgﬁmﬁm%’u 33-0-6)
LB 253 Introduction to Public Economic Law

Prerequisite: LB 250 Introduction to Public Law



This course covers the economic structure and system of Thailand. It focuses on the meaning, development, and
sources of economic public law. The fundamental principles of economic public law, central and municipal organization of

the economy, regulation of private economic activities and governmental economic intervention are within its coverage.

UE. 260 NNHZMIIEMBINGKING : MIAUAT M5V wagmM i uaUe 3(3-0-6)
LB 260 Skills in Legal Language: Research, Writing, and Presentation

This course introduces law students to legal study. It guides and trains them to understand and classify sources
of significant information used for legal study. Its objectives include improving students’ reading and analyzing skills,
legal argumentation and criticism, and the fundamentals of legal methodology and research. It provides students with

writing and presenting skills expressing the application of legal concepts and ethics.

LB 263 Introduction to the American Legal System
Prerequiste : Have taken LB 100 Introduction to Law and Legal Systems

LB 283 Judicial Systems and Procedure
This course explores forms of court organization, court jurisdiction, judges’ authority, conflict of jurisdictions,

general principles of procedure, and the accusatorial and inquisitorial systems.

U5, 303 NYHINBANYUTATOUASI 3(3-0-6)
LB 303 Family Law
This course provides a study of the concepts and principles of family and family-member relationships. It covers

the legal principles enshrined in the Civil and Commercial Code, Book V, and other relevant laws.

U5, 304 NYHINBANHUTNIAN 3(3-0-6)
LB 304 Law of Succession

This course examines succession law principles under the Civil and Commercial Code, Book VI.

US. 333 NQUINEIIAILBIANTEIND 33-0-6)
LB 333 Law on Business Organization

This course examines the law relating to business organizations, especially that dealing with partnerships,
companies under the Civil and Commercial Code, Book III, joint ventures, and consortiums. It concentrates on their
establishment, characteristics, management, the rights and duties of employees and representatives, winding-up and

liquidation. State roles in controlling and supporting business transactions are also within the course’s coverage.

U5, 334 nQriMNEANAIeUSIan 33-0-6)
LB 334 Consumer Protection Law
This course explores the fundamental concepts, rationales, and principles of consumer protection law. It

examines the work of relevant consumer protection organizations, legal mechanisms used for consumer protection,



consumer assistance, as well as remedies. It also covers special legal procedural rules when dealing with consumer

protection cases.

Us. 335 ng‘nmmmmsmsﬁu 33-0-06)
LB 335 Law on Negotiable Instruments
This course covers the law relating to negotiable instruments under the Civil and Commercial Code, including

the law regarding bills of exchange and cheque default liabilities.

us. 336 ngrnganvazlsziusenazmstszneugsnasziusy 33-0-6)
LB 336 Insurance Law and Practice

This course provides a study of legal principles related to insurance under the Civil and Commercial Code, Book
II1, including car insurance under special legislation and the role of the public sector in supervising the insurance

business.

Us. 337 n:,]ﬁmmﬁmf‘ﬁmé’nﬂ%’wﬁuazﬂmﬂﬁé’nﬁwﬂ 33-0-6)
LB 337 Law on Securities and Exchange

Prerequisite: LB 333 Partnership and Company Law

This course examines the funding systems and fund raising schemes of companies through the issuance of
securities. Included in the course are types of securities, issuance of securities, public offerings of securities, securities
businesses, unfair practices related to securities trading and business domination, measures for promoting, regulating and
supervising such practices, and theories related to the protection of investors. The scope of the study is also extended to
securities exchanges, securities trading centers outside securities exchanges, futures trading centers, organizations
pertinent to securities and other securities businesses, and the supervision of securities and securities exchanges as well as

supervisory bodies.

UE. 338 NYHINGMIHVITUMINSM 3(3-0-6)
LB 338 Competition Law

This course gives an account of economic theory for analysis of competition law, concepts, principles and
exceptions in competition law, the means used to regulate or supervise activities which will affect free and fair
competition, the state’s role in law enforcement and problems pertaining to international trade and international

investments.

us. 339 ngranemIndaumatlyan 33-0-6)
LB 339 Intellectual Property Law
This course explores the fundamental concepts, rationales and principles of intellectual property law. In

particular, it studies the laws relating to copyright, trademark and patent protection.



uE. 343 ngrisngmBRula 3(3-0-6)
LB 343 Income Tax Law

This course explores certain underlying concepts of income tax law and discusses certain topics concerning
income tax, for example, the realization and recognition of income, exclusions from income, deductions from income,
credits to tax, methods of accounting and deferral of income. The focus is on both corporate income tax and personal

income tax.

UE. 344 GUNNNYMINYFIND 33-0-6)
LB 344 Business Law Seminar

The course is seminar-based and encourages students’ critical thinking toward problems and complications
regarding business laws which are fundamentally related to the domestic economic system and the dynamic international

system. This provides a broad approach in finding solutions for business law difficulties.

UE. 345 HANNISTYTHAZIBNUNIMIRUAHSVITNNYHINE 33-0-6)
LB 345 Accounting Principles and Financial Statements for Lawyers

Prerequisite: LB 333 Partnership and Company Law

This course explores accounting principles, assets valuation of businesses, concepts regarding net value, how to
understand and analyze financial statements beneficial to the practice of business law and how to cooperate with other

concerned professionals.

UE 346 NQHINBFAMNIUAZMIMIan 3 (3-0-6)
LB 346 Customs Law and Global Trade

Prerequiste : Being a Third-year law student

This course explores the nature and purposes of customs law, the evolution and backgrounds of customs law,
liability for customs duties, customs formalities, liability and penalties under customs law, principles related to customs
tariffs, interpretation of customs tariffs, powers and duties of customs officials, customs cases, exemption and returns of
customs duties, the relationship between customs law and promotion of investment, industrial estates and other laws as

well as customs-related international agreements.

UE 347 AQuINEMBMsuIan 3 (3-0-6)
LB 347 Consumption Tax Law
This course explores general principles of consumption tax and specific consumption taxes, such as specific
business tax, excise tax and value added tax
U 348 ngwmnmﬁw%’wﬂau 3 (3-0-6)
LB 348 Property Tax Law
A study of principles and concepts of laws on property tax; meaning, structure and characteristic of various

property taxes collected by central and local, such as house and land tax, land maintenance tax, signboard tax, vehicle tax.

LB 349 Banking and Finance Law

Prerequisite: LB 233 Specific Contracts 1 and LB 236 Specific Contracts

This course explores the meaning and significance of financial markets, the establishment of financial
institutions, the practices of financial services providers, the laws and regulations applicable to the organization of
financial institutions, and the roles of financial institutions in relation to services at domestic and international levels to

maintain the financial and economic stability of the country.

US. 353 AHHNBUIINY 33-0-06)
LB 353 Labor Law
This course provides a study of the principles of labor law, the historical development of labor law in Thailand,

contracts of employment, the law of labor relations, the law of labor protection and other related laws.

US. 354 ngwmw%’wmnsﬁssu‘mﬁuazéaanmé’auﬁm%’umsﬂszn’ougsﬁﬂ 33-0-6)
LB 354 Natural Resource and Environmental Law for Business

This course gives an account of legal concepts in relation to the conservation, management, exploitation and
sustainable development of natural resources and the environment. It also aims to address methods deployed in
controlling pollution in land, water and air, as well as environmental impact assessments and other environmental

enhancement and promotion laws. Related legislation is also covered.

us. 361 sziovATmatiamans 3(3-0-6)
LB 361 Legal Methodology

Prerequisite: LB 260 Skills in Legal Language: Research, Writing and Presentation, and enrollment as a third-
year student.

This course gives opportunities for students to practice using legal resources and systematically analyze legal
issues, address legal arguments and use legal methodology. Basic concepts of legal research are also included in the
curriculum. Students will practice both oral and written presentations of legal issues in a student-centered environment,

in which they are expected to spend time on independent study.

us. 363 ngrangiefumalladmsauma 3(3-0-6)
LB 363 Law on Information Technology

This course provides a study of the effects of information technology on society and law, the fundamental
concepts and the evolution of law related to information technology, for example, electronic transaction law, liability

arising from computer use and the intellectual property aspects of information technology.



15.364 mﬁsmwﬁngﬁmﬂ“lm%emiygmaﬂ% 33-0-06)
LB 364 Economic Analysis of Law

This course gives an account of the relationship between Economic Analysis of Law. In the application of law
process, calculation is used to address legal issues, for instance, interest calculation and damages approximation. In
addition, calculation may also be used to analyze legal issues, for example, mathematical and logical analysis of law and

economic analysis of law.

U5. 365 IIANINIITUUNYHINY 33-0-6)
LB 365 Evolution of Legal Systems
This course explores the evolution of legal systems in the world which have been influential to the development of

the Thai legal system, the process of legal transfer and significant factors in the evolution of the Thai legal system.

U5.366 ng]ﬂu1mﬁ'mﬁ’uéamimmmngsﬁﬂmauumu 3 (3-0-6)
LB 366 Lawon Mass Communication and Telecommunication Businesss

Prerequiste : Being at least a Third-year law student

This course explores the principle of freedom of expression and discusses legal issues concerning mass
communication and telecommunication business mainly their structure and environment, constitutional legal basis for
control of telecommunication and mass communication businesses, for example, newspaper, radio broadcasting, television
broadcasting, internet or other forms of mass communication. Furthermore, professional ethics and legal liabilities of
telecommunication and media companies including liability on defamation and liabilities under certain laws, such as
consumer protection law, laws concerning frequency channel management, and laws concerning telecommunication and

media business are discussed.

E. 367 ngmmmsuwnﬁ 3 (3-0-6)
LB 367 Medical Law

Prerequiste : Have taken LB 210 Principles of Criminal Law

This course is aimed at discussing the relationship between the law and the practice of medicine with
particular emphasis on modern developments in the latter. In this course there is a basis for concentration on
fundamental or generally applicable issues in medicine as a field which raises many moral issues. Several controversial
areas will be covered, particular importance being laid on current concepts of consent to and refusal of medical treatment,

human rights, and negligence.

us. 380 nanm Wflunguangdsiorsananu 33-0-6)
LB 380 General Principles of Procedure Law
The course addresses the general principles of procedural law used in the Courts of the First Instance, Appeals

Courts and the Supreme Court.



5. 383 nqrinednazaenazluyioms 33-0-6)
LB 383 Insolvency Law
Prerequisite: LB 333 Partnership and Company Law and LB 380 General Principles of Procedure Law

This course provides a study of the basic concepts and fundamental principles of law on the management of debt
enforcement of natural and juristic persons. The course studies the liquidation of juristic persons, debt restructuring,
business reorganization, both within and outside the formal dispute settlement forums, as well as international insolvency

procedures.

U, 384 NYHINBANHUTWENY 33-0-06)
LB 384 Law of Evidence
This course provides a study of the general principles and provisions of evidence law as embodied in the Civil

Procedure Code and the Criminal Procedure Code.

UE. 390 AQWINEsEHNIUsTMA iwUNAAIIDS 4(4-0-8)
LB 390 Public International Law

This course provides a study of the historical development of international law, theories in international law,
sources of international law such as treaties and customary international law, general principles of international law, and
acts with binding force in international law. It includes a study of the relationship between international law and
municipal law, participants in international law including the state, classification of states, the rights and obligations of
the state, principles concerning jurisdiction, international organizations and other forms of juridical persons in

international law, and the status of individuals under international law.

In addition, this course also gives an account of the consequences of the recognition of a state and the recognition
of a government, the succession of rights of the state, responsibilities of the state, and diplomatic and consular relations. It
also covers international law applicable to various areas, for example, international seas, rivers, canals and air space, legal
relations in international economics, international law with respect to human rights, international law in connection with

the environment, and the settlement of international disputes, wars and armed conflicts in international relations.

LB 393 Private International Law

Prerequisite: LB 390 Public International Law

This course gives an account of the general principles of private international law, conflict of laws and private

cases with international elements.

LB 394 Human Rights and Citizen Rights

Prerequisite: LB 390 Public International Law

This course explores the evolution, theory and general principles of human rights and civil and citizen rights in
the context of international and domestic law. The scope of the course includes the determination of the legal status of
nationals and/or residents. Rights of aliens are also discussed, as the protection of their rights is considered an

international obligation and evidenced in practice in the Kingdom of Thailand.

UE. 395 ngmméaumé’am:ﬁinﬂszam 3 (3-0-6)
LB 395 International Environmental Law

Prerequiste : Have taken LB 390 Public International Law

This course explores international cooperation and principles of international environmental law concerning
transborder water and air pollution, sea pollution, transborder waste and hazardous substance transportation, change of
global atmosphere caused by the greenhouse effects and diminution of Ozone. The protection of biological diversity,

nearly extinct plant divisions and animal species, and relevant international organizations’ roles are also discussed.

5. 396 n;]ﬁmﬂaﬁquiﬂl 3 (3-0-6)
LB 396 European Union Law

Prerequiste : Have taken LB 390 Public International Law

This course seeks to take students through the history and evolution of the European Union (EU), objectives and
sources of EU law, the structural characteristics of the European Union, legal systems of the EU, the structure, powers,
duties and operations of the EU, namely, the European Commission, the European Council and the European Court of
Justice. The study also embraces economic law of the EU, e.g. the single market law, the relations between the EU and

Member States and between the EU and other States or other international organizations.

Us. 397 nHEnsta 3 (3-0-6)
LB 397 Law of the Sea

Prerequiste : Have taken LB 390 Public international Law

This course explores certain topics of the law of the sea, for example, sources of the law of the sea, the legal status
of waters falling within jurisdiction of a state, e.g. internal waters, territorial seas and contiguous zones, exclusive
economic zones, continental shelves, archipelagic waters, straits, bays as well as the legal status of waters not falling within
jurisdiction of the State e.g. high seas and deep sea-beds. Legal principles applicable to the delineation of the territorial

area of the sea and the settlement of international disputes within the scope of the law of the sea are also discussed.



UB. 403  AHEMINAENAIITINT I 33-0-6)
LB 403 Law on Real Estate Development

This course examines principles of law under the Land Code, laws related to land use, for example, the law on
land development, the law on strata titles, the law related to building control and construction, the law on land taxes, the

law on city planning and related laws.

UE. 404 vianngrananySeumeoy 3 (3-0-6)
LB 404 Comparative Private Law

Prerequiste : Have taken LB 200 Obligations: General Principles, LB 201 Wrongful Acts, Management of
Affairs without Mandate, and Undue Enrichment, LB 202 Property Law and LB 236 Specific Contracts

This course comparatively and historically explores fundamental principles of private law in selected civil and

common law jurisdictions including Thai law.

5. 433 ngwmagsﬁmzﬁinﬂszmﬁ 33-0-6)
LB 433 Law on International Business Transactions
Prerequisite: LB 236 Specific Contracts
This course provides an account of the legal principles applicable to the operation of international trade and

foreign investment and a forum for the discussion of related legal problems.

us. 434 mssziudeivanmadenlumsiszneugine 3(3-0-6)
LB 434 Alternative Dispute Resolutions for Business

This course provides a study of the characteristics and forms of business disputes, and the methods and legal
principles related to alternative dispute resolution, for instance, negotiation, mediation, arbitration and mixed resolution.

In addition, the study includes designation and determination of appropriate dispute resolution forums.

us. 435 aylanamsmamndirdszrnalszma 33-0-6)
LB 435 International Commercial Arbitration

This course gives an account of the overall concepts of international commercial arbitration, the nature of cases
brought to arbitration, arbitration clauses, legal principles applicable to arbitration, the composition, competence and
roles of arbitral tribunals and arbitral procedures. The scope of the course is extended to the role of the judiciary as

related to arbitration, for example, the recognition and enforcement of awards and their annulment.

UE. 436 ngwmniﬁmﬁmaﬂé 3 (3-0-6)
LB 436 Copyright Law
Prerequiste : Have taken LB 339 Intellectual Property Law
This course provides an in-depth study of copyright law. It includes the topics of subject matter of copyright

protection, acquisition of copyright, rights of copyright owners, duration of copyright protection, copyright infringement,



exceptions of copyright infringement, remedies for infringement and copyright litigation. The issues concerning
neighboring rights are also discussed. Approximately two thirds of the class time will be devoted to the Thai copyright law
while the remainder will be devoted to the major relevant multilateral treaties and to the laws pertaining to copyright in

other countries.

UE. 437 NQHANENIWANTTINS 3 (3-0-6)
LB 437 Patent Law

Prerequiste : Have taken LB 339 Intellectual Property Law

This course provides an in-depth study of patent law. It includes the topics of subject matter of patent
protection, process of patent application and registration, right of patentee, duration of patent protection, patent
infringement, exceptions of patent infringement, remedies for infringement and patent litigation. Approximately two
thirds of the class time will be devoted to Thai patent law while the remainder will be devoted to the major relevant

multilateral treaties and to the laws pertaining to patent in other countries.

UE. 438 nmamm51&1’3&1!?1%&14311%1551 3 (3-0-6)
LB 438 Trademark Law

Prerequiste : Have taken LB 339 Intellectual Property Law

This course provides an in-depth study of trademark law. It includes the topics of subject matter of trademark,
process of trademark application and registration, right of registered and unregistered trademark owner, duration of
trademark protection, trademark infringement, exceptions of trademark infringement, remedies for infringement and
trademark litigation. Approximately two thirds of the class time will be devoted to Thai trademark law while the
remainder will be devoted to the major relevant multilateral treaties and to the laws pertaining to trademark in other

countries.

LB 439 International and Comparative Intellectual Property Law

Prerequiste : Have taken LB 339 Intellectual Property Law

This course covers two main topics: (1) international treaties and agreements concerning intellectual property,
including the Paris and Berne Conventions, the TRIPs Agreement, the agreements of the World Intellectual Property
Organization (WIPO), and the Free Trade Agreements (FTAs) relating to intellectual property issues; (2) comparative
law discussions of important features of the major national IP systems in the world on selected topics, such as copyright,
trademark, patent, traditional knowledge, geographical indication, database and other forms of intellectual property.
Controversial issues involving intellectual property rights and other legitimate concerns will also be discussed in this
course, for instance, issues of access to medicines and the rights of indigenous people to benefit from their traditional

knowledge.



UE. 443 NHINEIIAITEUI 3 (3-0-6)
LB 443 Maritime Law

Prerequiste : Have taken LB 236 Specific Contracts

This course explores various maritime law principles, notably sea liners, mortgage on vessels, maritime
preferential rights, liability and its limitation of ship owners, charter parties, carriage of goods by sea, liability for vessel

collision, sea salvage, general average and marine insurance.

UE. 444 manngrmegInafsaumey 3 (3-0-6)
LB 444 Comparative Business Law
Prerequiste : Have taken LB 333 Law on Business Organizations
This course explores certain areas of corporate law from a comparative perspective. Certain issues concerning

the conflict of laws in the field of corporate law may also be discussed.

UE. 445 mm;’i:aﬁmc?im?;mﬁ’ungwmmmﬁmnsszﬁinﬂszmﬂ 3 (3-0-6)
LB 445 Introduction to International Tax Law

Prerequiste : Have taken LB 390 Public International Law and LB 343 Income Tax Law

This course provides an introduction to the international tax law with an emphasis on the problems around
double taxation. The lectures will look at types of international transactions which are subject to taxation under the Thai

Revenue Code, and the different forms of international cooperation on the avoidance of double taxation.

UE. 446 NgERMITAHUMBINSHAzHEIEMBEINS 3 (3-0-6)
LB 446 Taxtion Therories Tax Policies

This course looks into definitions and characteristics of taxation within the scope of public law. It also explores
legal and economic principles concerning financial and fiscal administration directed by the government, tax systems and

structures, tax policies, and the relationship between taxation and socio-economic structures.

UE. 447 wanmstImbeIns 3 (3-0-6)
LB 447 Principles of Tax Accounting

This course provides an introduction to tax accounting concepts and methods, such as cash and accrual basis,
the concepts of revenue and expense, the calculation of depreciation, the amortization of bad debt, and the valuation and

pricing for tax purposes. This course is also aimed to cover the preparation of financial statements such as tax invoice.



U 448  msszdudeiininmamieins 3 (3-0-6)
LB 448 Tax Dispute Settlement

This course explores the legal concepts and principles underlying the practice of tax assessment and the
settlement of a tax dispute between the state and a taxpayer. In particular, the course is aimed to take students through

the process of administrative appeals and subsequent proceedings in court.

LB 449 Tax Administration and Tax Planning

Prerequiste : Have taken LB 333 Law on Business Organizations

The areas of focus in this course include the tax administration system in Thailand, the authority of national
and local revenue agencies, the principles of good tax administration, tax crimes and penalties, and the measures against
tax evasion and avoidance. Another aim of this course is to give students a basic understanding of tax planning for
businesses. Students will learn about legal and business considerations that matter to tax reliefs.

uE. 460 HAUSvaN 2(2-0-4)
LB 460 Philosophy of Law
This course examines the overall understanding of legal concepts and schools of thought influential to enactment

and enforcement of legislation. Fundamental issues on law and justice are also investigated.

UE. 461 HANIHITWHNNYHIY 22-0-4)
LB 461 Legal Profession

This course is a practical forum for grasping the evolution of the legal profession, its functions, the work of
lawyers in different areas, ethics, disciplines and ideologies of lawyers, and also organizations for overseeing the operation
of the legal profession as well as ethical problems in legal practices. This course is rendered utilizing a problem-based

learning approach.

us. 464 Yayringranalutlagiiy 3(3-0-6)
LB 464 Current Legal Issues
This course enables students to use their analytical skills in discussing interesting legal debates. It covers

domestic, foreign, and international legal issues.

UE. 488 MSUNOUMUNYHINY 3(3-0-6)
LB 488 Legal Internship

Prerequisite: Restricted to third and fourth-year students.

This course allows the students to put their legal skills into practice. They will be taking legal internship positions
with various entities including law firms, governmental bodies, private companies and international organizations. The

minimum working duration required for students taking this course is 144 hours per academic term.



UE. 493 AQHIEMIMIZHNZINA 3(3-0-6)
LB 493 International Trade Law

Prerequisite: LB 390 Public International Law

This course explores public international law concerning international trade relationships. It focuses upon
international trade issues, the legal principles governing international trade, various trade disputes between countries, as

well as the specific work and law of relevant international organizations, including the World Trade Organization (WTO).

5. 494 ngwmznmsmumzwinﬂs:mﬂ 33-0-6)
LB 494 International Investment Law
Prerequisite: LB 390 Public International Law
This course examines bilateral and multilateral investment treaties. It also explores domestic law affecting

foreign investment both in the positive and in the negative.

UE. 495 NHINEMIRUITHNszma 3(3-0-6)
LB 495 International Monetary and Financial Law

Prerequisite: LB 390 Public International Law

This course provides a study of the legal principles of monetary and financial law and the role of important
international institutions, for example, the International Monetary Fund (IMF) and the International Bank for

Reconstruction and Development (IBRD).

UE. 496 NYHINBDUTEY 3(3-0-6)
LB 496 ASEAN Law

Prerequisite: LB 390 Public International Law

This course explores legal issues on the economic integration of ASEAN, the evolution of ASEAN Economic
Community, and the transformation of ASEAN to ASEAN Community, which consists of three pillars: ASEAN Political-
Security Community (APSC), ASEAN Economic Community (AEC) and ASEAN Socio-Cultural Community. The scope
of this course embraces the nature and structure of the organization, sources of ASEAN law and its external relations with

contracting states and international organizations.

uE. 497 szuungrinelszynmasegfolSeunay 33-0-6)
LB 497 Comparative Economic Community Law
Prerequisite: LB 390 Public International Law
This course provides a study of the legal histories of interesting economic integrations. Comparative analyses of

these economic blocs will also be conducted.



UE. 498 ngwmmwinﬂszmmﬁamsﬁwm 33-0-6)
LB 498 International Law for Development

Prerequisite: LB 390 Public International Law

This course provides a discussion of the role of international law in the development of world populations and
the use of legal measures under international law as the mechanism to elevate the happiness index and potentially enhance

development in developing and least-developed countries.

UE. 499 fadavd 33-0-6)
LB 499 Moot Courts
This course provides an opportunity for students to apply international law in mock court cases by writing

memorials and presenting oral arguments before the courts.

LB 169 Law for Everyday Life

This course explores laws as the norms of people in society, fundamentals of the rule of law, legal values as a
connection to public morals, the basic knowledge of private law and public law that citizens in a democratic nation should
know including rights, duties, dispute resolution, Thailand’s judicial system, and the application and interpretation of law

through examples found in everyday life.

us. 209 AnniesAuneIfungHINeuNaz A 3(3-0-6)
LB 209 Introduction to Civil and Commercial Law
This course gives an account of the general principles in the Civil and Commercial Code, including the Law of

Legal Personality, Juristic Acts and Contracts, Law of Property, Law of Family and Law of Succession.

UE. 249 AYVINBFIND 3(3-0-6)
LB 249 Business Law
This course provides a study of the significant laws related to business operations e.g. partnership and company

law, sale and purchase agreements, loan agreements, as well as related negotiable instruments.
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
