Students learn to develop their ability in physical
health care to manage stress, build emotional security, understand themselves and adapt to psychological,
emotional and social problems. Students also learn to understand the meaning of aesthetics, experiencing and
appreciating the relationship between art and humanity in different fields, namely visual arts, music,

performing arts and architecture.

Life and Sustainability 3 credits

This course provides an introduction to the importance of life-cycle systems perspectives in understanding major
challenges and solutions to achieving more sustainable societies in this changing world. Students will learn about
the relationship between mankind and the environment in the context of energy and resource use, consumption
and development, and environmental constraints.Furthermore, an examination of social conflict and change from
the life-cycle perspective will be used to develop an understanding of potential solution pathways for sustainable

lifestyle modifications.

Critical Thinking, Reading, and Writing 3 credits

Development of critical thinking through questioning, analytical, synthetic and evaluation skills. Students learn
how to read without necessarily accepting all the information presented in the text, but rather consider the
content in depth, taking into account the objectives, perspectives, assumptions, bias and supporting evidence, as
well as logic or strategies leading to the author’s conclusion. The purpose is to apply these methods to students’
own persuasive writing based on information researched from various sources, using effective presentation

techniques.

Communication Skills in English 3 credits
Development of English listening, speaking, reading and writing skills, focusing on the ability to hold a
conversation in exchanging opinions, as well as reading comprehension of academic texts from various disciplines

related to students’ field of study
