The issues concerning neighboring rights are also
discussed. Approximately two thirds of the class time will be devoted to the Thai copyright

law while the remainder will be devoted to the major relevant multilateral treaties and to the

laws pertaining to copyright in other countries.

Controversial issues involving intellectual
property rights and other legitimate concerns will also be discussed in this course, for instance,
issues of access to medicines and the rights of indigenous people to benefit from their
traditional knowledge.
