The study includes rules commonly applicable to
payments in international trade, including the Uniform Rules for Collections and the Uniform
Customs and Practice for Documentary Credits (UCP). In addition, this course embraces
relevant laws and regulations in relation to financing, meanings and forms of securities in
international business transactions e.g. bank guarantees and trust receipts. Practices and

judicial precedents central to international payments will also be explored.

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This course examines principles of law relating to carriage of goods by sea, common
law rules relating to carriage of goods by sea, the International Conventions on
Harmonisation of Certain Rules Relating to Bills of Lading and Protocols amending such
Convention, United Nations Convention on Carriage of Goods by Sea, the Carriage of Goods
by Sea Act, B.E. 2534, and other relevant laws and regulations.

Students are, in particular, expected
to conduct their research profoundly with consultation of academic data in accordance with
the research methodology in the field of law, with a view to developing their research work
into a thesis or into an Independent Study work. The research conducted is required to be

LA613 Common Law System
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This course provides a study of the common law system evolving from the English
legal system, sources of law in the common law system which cover judge-made law
(including equity) and statutes, the ways in which judges make law through decisions of the
courts and establish new rules of law as well as apply established principles in response to
advancements in modern society, the doctrine of binding precedent and distinguishing
techniques as essential juristic methods, judicial organisation and general legislative process
in common law jurisdictions. This course also provides practice on reading court decisions
for acquiring proper understanding of formulation and application of law by the judiciary. In
addition, the scope of the course extends to a study of certain legal principles in common
law jurisdictions in comparison with parallel principles in civil law jurisdictions, in particular,

principles embodied in the law of contract and the law of torts.

LA614 Philosophy of Law
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This course seeks to explore foundations of legal theories and jurisprudential
theories and undertake a historical study of the natural law concepts, the positive law
concepts and other mainstream concepts such as the concepts propagated by the School of
Historical Law, the Pure Theory of Law, Critical Legal Studies, Sociological Jurisprudence, and
concepts of justice. Discussions will also be made of force of law, relationship between law

and morality and roles of Philosophy of Law at the present time.

LA615 Civil Law System
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This course intends to examine the emergence and evolution of the civil law
tradition from the Roman time and Justinian time onwards. A study will be undertaken of
legal concepts advocated by various schools of thought in the past until the emergence of
the French Civil Code and the German Civil Code. The development of the present civil law

system will also be explored. The study, in addition, covers fundamental concepts in some

areas of law such as the law of contract, the law of wrongful acts and the law of property.

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LA723 Law of Economic Crimes
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This course provides a study of legal principles and practices applicable to the
prevention and suppression of crimes that affect national economic stability. Topics covered
by the course include the law on public fraud, the law on financial institutions (such as
commercial banks, finance companies, securities companies, credit foncier companies) and
other business organisations in respect of conduct of executives of such financial institutions
or organisations causing injury to the property of such institutions or organisations or of the
public, the law on currency exchange control in respect of illegal expatriation of money or
funds, the law on customs in respect of smuggling and evasion, and also international co-

operation in relation to the prevention and suppression of such crimes.

LA726 Selected Problems in Law of Evidence
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This course takes students through law of evidence in the common law and civil law
systems. Legal principles applicable to civil and criminal cases will be thoroughly examined
in comparison with Thai laws. Psychological aspects of evidence taking will also be

discussed.

LA743 Criminal International Law and Mutual Assistance in Criminal Matters
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This course is intended to be a seminal study of laws related to criminal offences
with foreign elements. The study includes criminal international law rules and international
co-operation in criminal matters e.g. rules and international co-operation regarding
extradition, rules concerning asylum to political offenders, international offences and

punishment.
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LA733 Comparative Administrative Procedure Law
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This course is intended to be a study of regimes for the control of administrative
bodies by way of judicial review, fundamental principles underlying administrative
procedures, functions and jurisdiction of Administrative Courts, conditions for filing an

administrative action and taking administrative proceedings, interlocutory remedies,
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judgments or order and consequences of judgments or orders in administrative cases and
the execution of judgments or orders. For these purposes, administrative procedure laws as
well as judgments or orders of Courts of Thailand will be studied and analysed in

comparison with those of other countries.

W.734 NYUNIETELUEUUINNTIIYNITHAUALY 3(3-0-9)
LA734 Administration Organization Law
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This course explores theories underlying the state administrative organisation and
history of the state administrative organisation of the Western countries. The structures of
state administrative organisation of Thailand and the problems encountered will be

discussed as well.
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LA735 Principles and Problems in Public Economic Law
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This course explores concepts concerning welfare state, influences of the welfare
state concepts on changes in the structure of public law in democratic countries, economic
activities of the state in the form of controlling economic activities of private individuals and
in the form of public enterprises, administrative juristic acts of economic nature and legal

consequences flowing from such acts in the perspectives of public law and private law.

W.737 NYUNIETINATUNARITSTTUYYLUTBUEY 3(3-0-9)

LA737 Comparative Constitutional Procedure Law
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This course explores structures and functions of the Constitutional Court of Thailand
and Constitutional Courts of other countries. The study includes fundamental principles
underlying legal proceedings in constitutional cases and principles regarding the filing of
applications, the consideration of applications, the challenge of judges, fact-finding in an
inquisitorial system, the hearing of parties, and decisions as well as consequences of
decisions of Constitutional Courts. The above-mentioned principles will be studied and
discussed in a comparative dimension in which Thai and foreign positions will be compared
and contrasted.
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1.643 Ugynguuneneia 3(3-0-9)
LA643 Problems in the Law of Sea
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This course offers a study of evolution of and concepts underlying the law of the
sea, current principles in the law of the sea in relation to the delineation of maritime
boundaries, exploitation and management of marine natural resources, protection and
preservation of marine environment and resolution of disputes over marine exploitation.

Other issues central to the law of the sea will also be discussed.

W.740 NYUABIANTIEUINSUSTINA 3(3-0-9)
LA740 Law of International Organizations
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This course offers a survey of international law in respect of international
organisations and international communities. The scope of the course includes the

formation of international organisations, classification of international organisations, functions
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and other legal components of international organisations, personality of international
organisations, municipal law of international organisations, legal relations between
international organisations and other persons, and political, economic and social roles of
international organisations vis-a-vis member states and other persons in the global

community.

W.746 fnduywevy 3(3-0-9)
LA746 Human Rights
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This course is intended to be an in-depth study of essential substances of
international law on human rights in theoretical and practical perspectives. The scope of the
study ranges from sources and evolution of human rights to mechanisms, enforcement and
effects of the human rights law. The study is mphasized on an analysis of relevant
international instruments e.g. the United Nations Charter, the United Nations International
Declaration on Human Rights, the Pact on Political Rights and Civil Rights and the United
Nations Convention on Rights of the Child, etc. An analysis is also made of practices of states

and international organisations, at governmental and non-governmental levels, in

connection with the protection and safeguarding of human rights.

w.749 Ugyninguangsendnelssmeadniien1sakasn1Inega 3(3-0-9)

LA749 Selected Problems in International Law on Diplomatic and Consular Relations
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This course offers a seminal study of the law on diplomatic and consular relations in

international law, whether written or customary, based upon the Vienna Convention on
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Diplomatic Relations 1961, Vienna Convention on Consular Relations 1963, state practices
regarding immunities and protection, and decisions of Courts related to diplomatic and

consular relations.
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LA710 Dispute Settlement
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This course is devoted to the study of varying forms of alternative dispute resolution,
both in the courtroom and outside the courtroom, e.g. negotiation, arbitration, mediation,
debt settlement and compromise. The scope of the study also embraces current issues
emerging from dispute settlement in court as well as approaches taken by the courts. In this

connection, conceptual foundations of civil procedure law will also be analysed.

in respect of production and trade.

LA764 International Business Law
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This course explores structures and roles of, and legal problems related to,
multinational enterprises and offshores companies and examines 3 principal forms of
international business, namely, (1) trade in goods and services, which includes direct export
and indirect export, (2) international licence of technology and intellectual property and (3)
foreign direct investment. Risks likely to occur in international business and management of

those risks will also be studied.

LA656 Selected Problems in Land and Air Carriage Law
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This course is intended to be a study of legal issues with regard to contracts for
carriage of goods and passengers by land and by air as well as multimodal transport. The
study also includes issues surrounding liability and restriction of liability of carriers and
multimodal transport operators. For these purposes, relevant conventions will be studied in

comparison with Thai laws.

LA758 Selected Problems in Law of Admiralty
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This course provides a study of legal problems in relation to shipping, general loss,
liability from collisions, salvage, the arrest of Sea-Going Ships, maritime liens, ship mortgages

and restrictions of liability of shipowners. The study is based on the legal comparative
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approach whereby international law, in particular, conventions made by the International

Maritime Organisation (IMO), foreign laws and Thai law will be discussed.

LA763 Selected Problems in International Monetary and Banking Law
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This course takes students through general characteristics of money, monetary
control, international monetary business, international trade, import-export transactions, sale
agreements and international papers, international payment, letters of credit, loans,
securities exchanges, foreign currency exchanges, currency exchange rates, international
payment balance, international banks, the Asian Development Bank (ADB), the International
Monetary Fund (IMF) and the International Bank of Reconstruction and Development (IBRD)

or the World Bank.

U764 NHVNIETINATENINUTLINA 3(3-0-9)
LA764 International Business Law
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This course explores structures and roles of, and legal problems related to,
multinational enterprises and offshores companies and examines 3 principal forms of
international business, namely, (1) trade in goods and services, which includes direct export
and indirect export, (2) international licence of technology and intellectual property and (3)
foreign direct investment. Risks likely to occur in international business and management of

those risks will also be studied.

LA765 Maritime Insurance Law
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This course is directed at a study of legal principles and practices in marine
insurance, the history of marine insurance, important organisations in marine insurance
business such as the Lloyd’s of London, the Institute of London Underwriters and the P&
Club, the principle of insurable interest, the utmost good faith (ubberrimae fides) principle,
representations in policies, types of policies, a transfer of policies, premiums, risks insured
and risks excluded, damage and the calculation of compensation, double insurance,

subrogation, re-insurance and co-insurance.
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w770 ngranendanuiinsuazn1Sviasiu 3(3-0-9)
LA770 Wealth Tax and Local Tax Law
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This course is intended to undertake a study of historical backgrounds and the
development of significant theories, principles, provisions of law and practices relating to
wealth tax and local taxes e.g. vehicle tax, house and land tax, local maintenance tax,
signboard tax, succession duty (formerly applicable). Law bills intended to amend or revise
these taxes or duties will also be discussed. For these purposes, the study will be based
upon a comparative approach whereby Thai and foreign experiences will be compared and

contrasted.
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W.T74 NYUNIBATHIINITTENINUTENA 3(3-0-9)
LA774 International Taxation Law
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This course accommodates a study of history, theoretical development, important
principles, legal texts and practices with regard to different types of taxes and duties in
connection with international distribution or transactions, including investment, trade and
services, under Thai laws and also in international law such as tax conventions entered into
by Thailand and foreign countries. Problems surrounding international tax-evasion and
countervailing measures are also covered. A comparative study of these topics will be
undertaken.
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LA786 Comparative Environmental Law
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This course provides a study of the scope and evolution of environmental laws of
Thailand and selected countries of different legal systems (such as the Civil Law and
Common Law systems). Comparative discussions will be made of the roles of the
Legislature, the judiciary and the Executive and of the public in the protection of
environment and the conservation of natural resources. Emphasis is placed on problems
concerning pollution, genetic engineering, environmental auditing and alternative dispute

resolution.
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U.788 NHVNUIENANY 3(3-0-9)
LA788 Energy Law
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This course exposes students to theories, principles, policies and laws relating to
energy, energy industry and conservation which includes energy from petroleum, natural gas,
hydropower, biomass, renewable sources and others. The course also explores legal and
economic measures for mitigating impacts of energy use upon the environment and global

climate change.

U.616 NANNYVABUWILEDTIU 3(3-0-9)
LA616 German Civil Law Principles
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This course aims to explore legal principles and conceptual development, theories
and juristic methods in German private law, in particular, important substances in the law of
juristic acts, the law of oblications and the law governing wrongful acts, management
without mandate, undue enrichment, compensation and property. Precedents established
by the German Supreme Court will also be discussed. All this will be discussed in
comparison with the laws elsewhere, in particular, in comparison with legal development of

countries in the European Union and Thailand.

U.637 VANNHVNIBUNIVULLDTIU 3(3-0-9)
LA637 German Public Law Principles
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This course explores, on a comparative law basis, legal principles, conceptual
development and theories in German public law and constitutional law as well as judicial
precedents of the German Constitutional Court and Supreme Court as reflected in
administrative cases of particular importance, in comparison with legal concepts of countries

in the European Union and Thailand.

u.653 Ugymnguunean1iunisiu 3(3-0-9)
LA653 Selected Problems in Financial Institution Law
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This course provides an analytical study of the meaning of “financial institution”,
laws relating to the operation of different types of financial institutions, including banks and
non-bank financial institutions. Legal problems arising in practical reality will be analysed
and studied in comparison with foreign laws. The study also extends to legal problems in
connection with forms, powers and duties of State agencies in charge of regulating,
supervising and promoting the operation of each type of financial institutions in comparison

with the positions elsewhere.

w.654 Usymnguanenindaunisteya 3(3-0-9)
LA654 Selected Problems in Intellectual Property Law
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This course is intended to investigate problems relating to intellectual property,
namely, the laws on trademarks, patents and copyrights under Thai laws as well as the laws
of foreign countries of particular interest such as the laws of the United States, the United
Kingdom and some countries of the Continental Europe. Cases of importance related to
these laws in Thailand and foreign jurisdictions will also be looked at. Further, relevant

international law will also be dealt with.
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1.655 UyynguunegnainIsuuazn1sasyu 3(3-0-9)
LA655 Selected Problems in Industrial and Investment Law
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This course aims to explore the laws relating to the establishment and control of
factories, promotion of investment, rights and benefits granted by the State to investors,
rights of aliens in relation to investment and immigration. For the purpose of comparison,

foreign laws, especially the laws of ASEAN countries, will also be discussed.

LA657 Insurance Law and Risk Management
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This course explores the meaning of “risk”, classification of risks, an analysis and
prioritisation of risks. The study embraces forms and methods of management of risks
related to finance, marketing and laws and the selection of appropriate forms and methods
of risk management. Also, discussions will be made of insurance as an important form of risk
management and, for this purpose, principles of insurance law and other legislation related
to the operation of insurance business will be studied in comparison with laws of other
countries. The study also extends to different types of insurance contracts of particular
importance, in particular, new forms of insurance against liability which have been
developed for dealing with risks of liability of business operators under the law, for example,

insurance against liability of directors or executives, insurance against liability of
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professionals, insurance against product liability, insurance of crops, life insurance, accident

insurance and health insurance, as a tool for risk management.

1.658 N1TUTNITTINILALNITINIUYAAS 3(3-0-9)
LA658 Business Administration Law
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This course is intended to study business structures, administration of small and large
enterprises, how to solve problems in administration in connection with production and
finance markets. The study also covers personnel administration of small and large
enterprises, resolution of problems related to personnel administration, labour dispute

settlement and termination of employment.

LA673 Fiscal Law and Taxation of Local Government

taxes, will also be examined. The study also embraces trends of the laws relating to finance
and taxation of local government organisations, for instance, a possible merger of the
housing taxes and the local taxes. Tax-planning in respect of housing taxes and the local

taxes will also be discussed.

LA713 Historical Sociological Study of Law
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a o =
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This course is intended to undertake a historical and sociological study of law in the
realistic and empirical dimensions as from the nineteenth century. The study includes
ethnological jurisprudence, historical jurisprudence, sociological jurisprudence and the
diffusion of jurisprudence into anthropology, ethnology, comparative law and comparative

culture. The interdisciplinary methodology will also be attempted. The coverage is extended

to new methods of legal studies capable of adaptation to the Thai context.

w.714 Uszduazanidunguunelsduy 3(3-0-9)
LA714 History and Institutions of Roman Law
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This course endeavours to explore the history and institutions of the Roman law and

examine influences of the Roman law on modern legal concepts, in order that students can

have sharper insights into current legal systems and institutions.

W.715 UszdRAansnguaneLanau 3(3-0-9)
LA715 History of Private Law
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This course examines the formation of legal science or law in the Middle Ages, its
expansion from North Italy to different parts of Europe, its movement from the private law
into other branches of law, the economic, social and political changes that led to law
reform and codification which, in turn, led to modern law in the West, and expansion of the

Western modern law into oriental countries.
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W.724 UsziRAansnguangain 3(3-0-9)
LA724 History of Criminal Law
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This course intends to provide a historical study of criminal law of England and of
countries in the Continental Europe both in the context of criminal liability and in the
context of punishment. Reform of criminal law of such countries will be examined. The
interplay of concepts in criminal law and criminal procedure law of England and those of

the Continental will be explored. In addition, the history of Thai criminal law will also be

discussed in the comparative dimension.

W.725 MSUITMSUYRSITY 3(3-0-9)
LA725 Administration of Criminal Justice
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This course provides a study of the administration of criminal justice and penology in

order to get insights into defects in the administration of criminal justice as well as solutions

to such defects. The course will also examine how to treat prisoners and ex-prisoners.

W.736 UszIRAIEAINYMANENAITY 3(3-0-9)
LA736 History of Public Law
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This course provides a study of the origin and evolution of the constitutionalism

concept and the history of the formation of the constitutionalism in Thailand.

w.744 JgnnguanesenieUssnALKNUNARYAAR 3(3-0-9)
LA744 Selected Problems in Private International Law
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This course is intended to be a seminal study of private international law rules and
principles, relationship of private international law with other laws, differences between
private international law and other laws, law related to nationality, law on conflict of laws,
rules of renvoi, jurisdiction of courts and execution of judgment. The study is also
undertaken of current legal issues such as those involving lack of nationality, marriage
between a Thai national and an alien, juristic acts or contracts made by a foreign juristic
entity with a Thai national or with the State, liability of the state towards foreign individuals,

etc.

U745 AVUIENYWETITUTENINUTEINA 3(3-0-9)
LA745 International Humanitarian Law
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This course provides an exploration of the evolution of international law related to
wars and the use of military forces, international humanitarian law, the rules of wars by land,
sea and air, neutrality, the roles of the United Nations and the International Commission of

the Red Cross (ICRC) in solving problems and alleviating losses arising from armed conflicts,

and international law related to the control and diminution of weapons.

w.747 Jnnguanen1siaueINALaZaINTA 3(3-0-9)
LA747 Selected Problems in Aviation and Aerospace Law
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This course accommodates a seminar on the laws relating to international and
domestic civil aviation, the International Civil Aviation Organisations, relevant laws, aerospace
sovereignty, aviation rights, laws relating to carriage by air, laws relating to the commission of

offenses on aircraft and hijacking and penalties.
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The scope of this course also covers principles of aerospace law, problems flowing from
aerospace activities, sources of aerospace law, definitions and scope of aerospace law,

freedom of aerospace, peaceful use of aerospace and relevant conventions.

u.748 Ugymnguaneanninglsu 3(3-0-9)
LA748 Selected Problems in European Union Law
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This course is a seminal study of the legal evolution of the European economic
integration ranging from the Coals and Steels Community, the European Common Market,
the European Community, the Single Market Europe to the European Union (EU).The course
also covers the principles of freedom of goods, capitals and persons, legal status of the EU,
laws of the EU in the perspectives of institutions and relationship with persons under the
jurisdiction of international law, European Court of Human Rights, and common policies of

the EU in agricultural, financial, industrial and other matters.

The
study embraces principles, rationales and ideology embodied in legislation relating to

information technology and examines compelling needs for enactment of legislation for

Principles and Legislation on the Promotion, Protection or Conservation of Cultural Heritage
as Well as Law on the Promotion of Sustainable Tourism and Related Businesses. The
Course also Studies and Analyzes the Power and Duties of Relevant Officials and
Organizations Including the Rights and Duties of Relevant Persons and People. The
Exploration and Analyses are Carries out under Thai and Foreign Laws as Well as

International Law.
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LA799 Current Legal Issues
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This Course is designed to enable students to develop their analytical skills through

interesting legal debates which cover both domestic and international legal issues.
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An Independent Study is intended to be a forum for students to conduct research on
the topic of their interest upon approval of an advisor. Each student will then be co-
examined on such topic by his or her advisor together with one more instructor or qualified

examiner as appointed by the Dean.
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A thesis requires a creation of a research project and a conduct of research leading
to a new body of knowledge in the field of law. Students are required to write a thesis in

law and present it. An article reflecting the thesis is also required to be written and

published. Students must adhere to research and publication ethics.
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
