GP 800 Thesis
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GP 500 Introduction to Political Science for Executives 3(3-0-9)
This course covers the fundamentals of political science in the field of politics and

government, management of state affairs and international relations.

GP 611 Applied Philosophy and Political Management 3(3-0-9)
Concepts and theories in political philosophy that help to explain political phenomena, as
well as their application in political management, for example in campaigns, elections,

policymaking and policy advocacy.



GP 612 Research in Management of Politics and Changes 3(3-0-9)
Knowledge-gathering methods in the field of the management of politics and changes,

such as research, case studies and policy research through the use of quantitative and qualitative

tools. The course focuses on building quality knowledge-seeking skills such as research and critical

reading skills.

GP 618 Skills and Instruments in Change Management 1 3(2-3-7)
Tools and techniques necessary in driving and managing change and network
management; risk analysis and management; environmental management tools; management

information systems and management of state-business relations.

GP 619 Skills and Instruments in Change Management 2 3(1-6-5)
Prerequisite: GP 618
Development of skills in driving and managing change via the use of a situational model
and analysis of solutions suggested by experts. Students will be able to build their skills in this

area, linked with individual experience.

GP 620 Designing Political Structures and Political Institutions 3(3-0-9)
Connection between political institutions and political results affecting citizens, civic

society and political society. These events may come about through institutional design. Study

will involve reasoned analysis of various designs in terms of structure, culture and institutional

history and economics.

GP 621 Thai Politics and Government 3(3-0-9)

This course examines the background and development of politics and government in
Thailand from different viewpoints, the characteristics of the power structure in the past and its
presently changing nature, power struggles among the ruling classes and events leading to political
change, problems arising following the situation of social change and the country’s modern
development and resulting from democratic processes. There will be reasoned discussion on

current problems and suggestions for solutions.

GP 624 Politics, Public Law and Public Administration 3(3-0-9)
Concepts, frameworks, juristic methods and formulation of various types of public law;
the relationship between public law and government and Thai civil service administration as a

whole; operations by the government, the state sector and public organisations; the rule of law



and mechanisms and processes used in holding power to account, as well as study of problems

arising in government in relation to public law.

GP 626 Seminar on Political Communication and Campaign 3(3-0-9)

The seminar will cover the concepts and models of political communication and
application of concepts in political campaigning in a comprehensive manner, including the
fundamental concepts, spreading political news, determining political information, persuasive
communication, propaganda, election campaigns, image and politics, public opinion, the political
influence of the media, the structure of the media industry, reliance for communication on and
the political control of the media, examining case studies in both national and international

politics

GP 627 Local Politics and Government 3(3-0-9)

This course covers power relationships and local government organizations in official and
unofficial contexts, self-determination by the people that has contributed to democratic processes
at the grassroots level, devolution of power to local authorities that will help to lighten the burden
of central government and may also diffuse local conflicts. There will be comparisons with other

countries.

GP 628 Political Behaviour and Public Opinion 3(3-0-9)

Origin of citizens’ political expression by directed at the political system and at individuals
involved in politics, whether in the form of political participation or of expressing political viewpoints.
This course explains the process of the formulation of viewpoints, citizens’ behaviour in political
behaviour and builds empirical understanding of such behaviour.

GP 629 Informal Political Dynamics 3(3-0-9)

Political movements and interaction outside the state sector springing from and acting on
specific issues, such as environmental, women’s and marginalised people’s movements both in
Thailand and abroad. The aim is for students to see the effects on movements and sociopolitical
dynamics, as well as to learn about informal methods used in pushing particular issues, such as

symbolic activism and activities designed to raise social awareness.

GP 632 Politics of Public Policy Management 3(3-0-9)
This course looks at the interaction between politics and public policy, exploring the role

and policy activities of actors from the state and private sectors and from civil society.

GP 635 Ethics and Leadership Accountability 3(3-0-9)



Ethical values and leadership accountability among political, business and civil activist

leaders.

GP 637 Politics of Environment 3(3-0-9)

This course covers the ecological viewpoint regarding political economy and environmental
philosophy, studying the relationship between the environment and politics with a focus on the
process of using state authority in planning and determining environmental policy, the role of the
public and the people’s movements and environmental activism in modern society that aims to

solve environmental crises at local, national regional and global levels.

GP 638 Crafting Leadership 3(2-3-7)
Development of leadership skills in fields such as politics and business in the midst of

social change.

GP 639 Arts and Practices of Leadership 3(1-6-5)
Hands-on practice of developing viewpoints, planning, decision making, persuasion and

negotiation to prepare students for leadership roles.

GP 641 Politics, Economics and Social Dynamism 3(3-0-9)
The global dynamics of the 21" century in terms of politics, economics and culture,
including important global issues such as globalisation and inter-state issues, inequality and human

security, environmental change and crises, cultural diversity, potential and identity.

GP 644 Global Political Economy 3(3-0-9)

Analysis of the dynamics of present-day global political economy in terms of trade,
finance and the treasury, investment and services at multilateral, regionalistic or bilateral levels.
The course also examines important issues such as globalisation, neoliberalism, free trade,

development, poverty, inequality and economic crises.

GP 645 Southeast Asia in World Politics 3(3-0-9)
This course analyses southeast Asian political issues and problems, especially power
structures, leaders, political culture and changes in southeast Asian countries, including factors that

influence political change, such as the economic climate and external influences.



GP 647 Power Dynamics in Asia-Pacific 3(3-0-9)

Analysis of the dynamics of changes in power relationships in the Asia-Pacific region in
terms of cooperation, conflict and economic, political, diplomatic, military and cultural
relationships. The course focuses on the role of superpowers such as the United States, China,
Japan and India in Asia-Pacific power dynamics, as well as contemporary issues such as the
phenomenon of multinationals, regionalism, nationalism, human rights, humanitarian intervention,

nuclear problems, border issues, violence and terrorism, religion and natural resources.

GP 649 Seminar on Global Perspective on Local Governance 3(3-0-9)

Analysis of the link between changes in global contexts leading to new challenges
affecting the role and existence of local government and local communities. Students learn about
experiences in Thailand and overseas and take part in a seminar discussing related modern issues
such as economic and sociopolitical connections on global and regional scales, the growth and
expansion of political space and environmental and atmospheric change. This is so that students
can develop a broad global perspective, while also seeking practical approaches corresponding

with their own local area. In other words, ‘Think Globally, Act Locally’.

GP 653 Selected Topics in Thai Politics and Government 3(3-0-9)

This course will bring up specific issues in the field of Thai politics and government as
chosen by instructors, or that are of particular interest to those in the field, such as local politics,
political reform, the relationship between politicians, businesspeople and civil servants, devolution
of power, building of civil society, development of the Thai nation-state, politics and the

development of Thai politics and government, globalization and postmodernism.

GP 654 Directed Reading 3(3-0-9)
Specfic issues selected by the instructor or of interest in the field, such as political media

and new movements.

GP 664 Result-based Local Government Management 3(3-0-9)

This course looks at the origin and main points of the concept of result-based local
government management. Result-based management is regarded as the heart of management of
state affairs in modern times. The course examines ways of applying the result-based concept to
local government, bearing in mind achievement of results in a comprehensive and through
manner for balanced local area development. Also covered are ways to push the boundaries of

local governments in terms of their ability to use result-based management for application to



strategic planning, the process of putting strategy into practice and the evaluation of

organizations, government offices and individuals.

GP 665 Knowledge Management for Local Government 3(3-0-9)

This course covers the types of implicit knowledge of the development of intellectual
assets and local culture, goals, aims and knowledge management processes, factors affecting
knowledge management, ways of applying knowledge management in order to improve local
education and strengthen communities, ways to develop databases of local organizations to
support the buildup of knowledge that is beneficial to organizational responsibilities and also the
concept of and ways to build a “knowledge spiral” that promotes learning and exchange between

communities and local government organizations.

GP 666 Seminar on Leadership and Local Development Administration 3(3-0-9)

This seminar focuses on the meaning of leadership as based on 3 skills: self-management
effectiveness, effectiveness in managing relationships and workload management through to ways
to adjust leadership states to deal with surrounding factors that affect local development, as well
as the use of the state of leadership to push for change that is necessary for developing abilities
of local government organizations, self-evaluation in order to discover personal strengths to use as
a foundation for development of leadership, aiming for excellence, uniqueness and fitting in with

good political management principles.

GP 667 Seminar on Urban Management for Sustainable Development 3(3-0-9)

This course covers systematic urban management for sustainable development, examining
the idea of area-based management, the definition of a city, urban development and various
problems that occur simultaneously, ideas and models of different types of urban development
i.e. developing a pleasant city to live in, park cities, urban areas, airports, the role of the city in
economic, social and political development and conflicts, various ways and skills concerning urban
management, such as management of urban planning, managing the urban environment, the
politics of managing civic amenities, promotion of effectiveness in management of local urban
authorities and coordinating relationships between actors in both state and non-state sectors in

urban management, using both domestic and international case studies.

GP 668 Laws and Local Governance 3(3-0-9)
This course covers laws regarding the politics of local governance, both the main points
and legal issues, as a tool to help executives to have the necessary worldview, knowledge,

understanding and role that fits in with the principles of good governance through a



comprehensive syllabus including philosophical basis, the significance and effects of institutional
laws on society and social change, the main principles of laws regarding management of local
authorities and other local organizations. The focus will be on choosing specific issues to study,
such as environmental management laws, laws governing labour problems, law enforcement and
management legal issues as well as the concepts and processes of making local laws for local

government, problems and points for discussion.

GP 669 Local Finance 3(3-0-9)

This course examines the concept of public finance and the local financial system, the
relationship between local finance and the economic system both locally and nationally, sources
of and methods of raising local revenue, methods of developing local income, local budgets, local
budgeting systems and processes, adherence to financial codes of conduct, political factors

affecting management of local finances and important issues regarding local finance.

GP 701 Independent Study 1 3(0-0-12)

Prerequisite: Have earned credits of GP 612 (Research in Management of Politics and

Changes)

Independent study in an area of students’ interest, under the supervision of an academic
advisor. The topic should be related to at least one of the following: political studies,

administration and political, economic and social change.

GP 702 Independent Study 2 3(0-0-12)
Independent study according to students’ interest, under the supervision of an academic

advisor, continuing on from GP 701 (Independent Study 1)

GP 800 Thesis 12(0-0-48)
This course involves learning how to structure and carry out a research project that leads to
new knowledge in the field of politics and government, writing and/or presenting a thesis on the same

topic, writing for publication and research and academic publication ethics.
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
